Great Britain and Ireland and . of the;
British dominions beyond ghe seas, hmg,
Defender of the Faith, Emperor of India.””

/Begide his regal appeﬂat:on King Ed-
ward had many lesser titles, but even
these are not neatrly so numerous as in the
case of most foreign .potentates.

The full list of these dignities is: Duké;
of Cornwall, Duke of: Rothesay, Duke of
Baxony, Prmce of Coburg ' and Gotha;
Prince of Saxe-Coburg Saalfield, Earl of
Carrick, Baron of Renfrew, Lord of the
Isles, Prince of Wales, Earl of Chester;
Duke of Lancaster and Earl of Dublm,
All of these titles excépt the last two are
of long standing,

But long as the list: appears, lt is by no
means. a§ long as that of many an ordinary
peer ‘of the realm, the Duke of Argyll;

The.thyroid gland in the
new patient was overdeveloped, causing
excessive nervousness and irritability. iy
