The President, A. D. Shirreff, Esq., on
retiring from office, briefly expressed his
thanks to his brother officers and other
members of the Society for the noble posi-
tion which it still maintained.

The reduction of the admission fee o
one and five cents for ladies and gentles
men respectively, had been fully justified
by the result.

The debt on the piano had been paid off
