He objected to that, and he went on to say:

“To this the States, whose people are not 
arrant fools, would never consent, and un­
restricted reciprocity—although it would 
suit us as well as commercial union—was, 
therefore, impracticable. In discussing 
commercial union we should, ha thought, 
regard it from both the Canadian and pro­
vincial point of view, and in a broad and 
generous spirit. Its importance was the 
more pressing from the fact that if the 
relations of the two countries are not im­
proved, if some settlement is not arrived at 
the Americans may, before twelve months 
have elapsed, put into operation the Re­
taliation Bill, under which onr trade with 
the United States will be interdicted, and 
we might suffer a stagnation of trade. We 
are not in favor of selling our fisheries, as 
before, for a lump of money, neither are the 
Americans in favor of buying the use of 
them for money. The one sensible thing to 
do is to settle the difficulty, and to make the 
fisheries the basis of onr negotiations for 
improved commercial relations.”
This was the policy of the hon. gentleman 
at Charlottetown. The declaration he 
made to the Board of Trade then was : 
That unrestricted reciprocity was impractic­
able; and that the only solution of the diffi­
culty was, to make the fisheries the basis of 
a treaty between the Dominion and the 
United States, and, as a matter of fact, ad­
dressing himself to his own people, and 
moving them as he knows how to do on the 
platform, he was careful to avoid discussing 
the very question that he submited to the 
people in March, 1891.

Th) Press anti. Реоріз vs thi Law-
The Ne tv York State legi.-l iturc enacted 

a law providing for the execution of 
criminals by electricity and, deeming the 
publication of the details of such ex­
ecutions undesirably, prohibited it 
by statute. Four criminals 
executed by the new mode a few weeks 
since, and a large number of news­
papers published all available details of 
the event. The New York Herald pub­
lished the most graphic, extended and 
accurate‘report, and it has been proceeded 
against by the State authorities for doing 
so. The Herald says that it knowingly 
a id wilfully violated the provisions of 
the statute, and proposes to def|nd itself 
with all its resources. It, very properly, 
holds that the prohibiting enactment 
savors dangerously of the Star Chamber 
and Inquisition, and is an encroachment 
upon the liberty of the press which ought 
not to be tolerated. It claims thjvt the 
people have a right to know all about 
what is done at executions and says:—^

“The taking of human life is the high­
est judicial act of the State, and the 
people should know how and in what 
manner it is done. These are not the 
days of the Inquisition, when prisoners 
were put to death at the pleasure of the 
State in secret dungeons. The public 
has a right to know whether the ministers 
of the law put inurdereis to dta’h in a 
humane and scientific manner, or whether 
they are hornb'y burned and tortured as 
Kemmler was.

The prohibiting of the publication of 
the details of executions should never 
have been incoi porated in the Electrical 
Execution act, and it will be the duty of 
the Herald to se* U at it is blotted from 
the statute books. It never could be en­
forced, and it never merited anything but 
the ridicule and contempt that have been 
ahewered upon it by the public and the 
press since it was passed.”

While the details of murders, suicides, 
executions and other events illustrating 
the dark side of life arc. too extensively 
published by the newspapers, to the ex­
clusion from their columns of matter more 
healthy in moral tone, the Herald will 
have universal sympathy with it in the 
stand it takes against an absurd-enact­
ment, which was evidently passed mainly 
for the purpose of concealing the blunders 
and incompetency of the state execution­
ers and their scientific assistants. This is 
not the first time the New York Herald 
has defended the liberty of the press and 
the rights of tho people, and it will, 
doubtless, succeed in having the obnoxious 
prohibition repealed, «Лthough it may be 
adjudged guiby of violating it.

they are, then I claim that protection is 
necessary and essential to the manufacture 
of goods cheaply, and that it confers equal 
benefits on the labourer and on the employ­
er. *It#secures the labourer employment at 
good wage*, and it gives to the employer of 
labour a fair and just return for his capital. 
By protection we become strong within our­
selves, we become courageous to go on and 
work; we are filled with hope and not with 
despair; we feel confident that every dollar 
we put in this and that enterprise will give 
us some return, and that our surplus cash 
will find an investment which will redound 
to the benefit of our own people. Under 
protection wo Inco.no kuowu as competi­
tors for the trade of tho world, it Lives usa 
national mme and makes onr country in­
dependent. This writer sums up his con­
clusions in the following words:

“Protection, then, does not exclude but 
does include such regulations of trade as 
are truly reciprocal; trade not in too flagrant­
ly unequal conditions; trade not too out­
rageously detrimental to those not immediate­
ly concerned in it. It makes as the first 
great condition of trade equality as against 
inequality; реасз, absolute aud abiding; 
peace, as against war ami the preparations 
and threats of war.”

That isj.li3 general summing up of this 
writer in reference to the effect of protection. 
In view of the twelve years which we have 
had, and during which we have enjoyed the 
benefits of the National Policy, surely hon. 
gentlemen on the other side of the House 
canuot truly stite that the people of the 
country are dis latisfied with the protective 
policy inagurated in 1873, and successfully 
adopted and approved of from that time 
down to the present hour.

COMMERCIAL UNION.
No*, when the Liberal party had found 

it was useless to contend against the National 
Policy, they them turned qoickly around and 
pronounced for commercial union. They 
abandoned their own platform aud their own 
policy, and they felt it necessary to intro­
duce to the people sortie new fad by which 
they thought they could obtain their votes 
and confidence. They created a new 
policy of commercial union, and for a time 
the people were treated to speeches all over 
the country at to the benefits of commercial 
union, but they soon shrunk from popular 
discusii >n on that question, and they ajain 
sought a new policy upon which to appeal to 
the people, introducing it un 1er a new 
патз—unrestricted réciprocité. I am 
doubtful as to whether commercial union and 
unrestricted reciprocity are not one and the 
same thing, and that is not a doubt peculiar 
to my own mind, but it is a doubt which has 
been shared in by the whole electorate of 
Canada. I rather believe, indeed, that the 
membets of the Liberal party themselves do 
not know whether there ia any difference or 
not between commercial union and unre­
stricted reciprocity. At one place you will 
hear a Liberal speaker give one version of it, 
and at another place you will ' hear another 
version. U.ie m m claims that commercial 
union is not unrestricted reciprocity, and 
auother claims that unrestricted reciprocity 
and commercial union are practically the 
same.

LOOK OUT FOR THE PRODUCERS.

I have not in my philosophy the 
view that a protective tariff means increased 
prices to the consumer.

Give us the 
producers and wo will find the consumers. 
That is the correct principle governing pro­
tect ion or the National Policy.

If 
that be the true test of the National Pol су. if 
the National Policy rests upon the interests 
of the producers, then I guarantee the diffi­
culty is solved, immediately the wages are 
assured to the people and the consumers get 
cheaper goods.
