NEW YORK, Dec. 26—A cablegram to
the World from Havana says:

Governor Magoon is investigating a
report that the Japanese are planning
an insurrection in February against
American rule in Cuba, the Philippines
and Hawaii.

This information was given to the
American Government by Mr. Pardin-
is, a Government official.

Five Japanese are said to have been
taking photographs and measurements
of the fortifications of Havana.

The secret police have been shadow-
ing the five Japanese for three weeks.
Governor Magoon ordered the police to
watch them, but not to molest them.

Pardinis overheard a conversation of
the Japanese who talked of planning

an insurrection among the negroes in |

Cuba simultaneously with
tions in the Philippines and Hawalii.

The Japanese plot is said to be due
to the antipathy of the Mikado to the
United States. This antipathy dates
back to the Russo-JapanesSe peace cOon-
ference at Portsmouth and was accen-
tuated by the killing of Japanese seal
poachers and the exelusion’ of the
Japanese from the schools attended by
white people 4in California. The Jap-
anese obtained entrance to  the new
batteries at Havana and Cabanas by
pretending to be reporters from the Ha-
vana Post. They are well appearing
and speak five languages. They lived in
poor quarters in the suburbs. Their
suspicions were aroused and they re-
moved to another address. Sunday the
secret police found them and they
again scattered.

Secrefary- Taft Will CGonsider
Niagara Problems

f—

A Differcnce of Opinion About Taking
Water From the River — Con-
stitutional Questions Involved.

WASHINGTON, Dec.  26.—United
States Secretary of State Taft is pre-
paring to take up for final disposition
the complex questions presented to him
urider the terms of the Burton act re-
lative to the conservation of the waters
of the Niagara River, so as to prevent
the sacrifice of the falls to the com-
mercial interests of the country. Grave
constitutional questions are involved.
Attorneys for the electric lighting and
power companies which have been tak-
ing the water from the river are insist-
ent that the national government has
no authority to undertake to regulate
the disposition of waters of streams,
save ‘where the navigation thereof is
concerned. In the case of the Ni-
agara River, where the water is taken
from the stream above the falls only to
be returned to it again below, this is-
sue is.not involved. So far however,
the right of the United States govern-
ment to regplate the admission of cur-
rents of electricity generated on the
Canadian side of the river has not been
challenged, and to this question the
secretary intend$ to first address him-
self,

VICTORIA, Dec. 26—Two notable po-
litical events have taken place within
the past three days. On Saturday even-
ing Hon. R. F. Green, commissioner of
lands and works, arrived home on the
steamer Charmer from the mainland
and at once announced that he had re-
tired from the ministry and would not
again be a candidate for parliamentary
honors. Mr. Green assigned no reason
for the step beyond the statement that
private business made it impossible for
him to longer remain in the adminis-
tration or in politics, and he left the
government with .sincere admiration
for the premier.

The other event was the announce-
ment last evening of the dissolution of
parliament, election on February 2nd,
and meeting of the House on March
8th.

No one believes that Green is leav-
ing voluntarily. Some attribute his
withdrawal to pressure. from the gov-
ernment house and others to influence
with the party.

More Prosecutions Begun Against Cor-
porations Than in Any Previous Year

CHICAGO, Dec. 26.—The Tribune to-
day says:

“The year 1906 will long be remem-
bered as one of great trials and tribu-
lations for railways and railway offi-
cials that had broken the laws. Par-
taking of the zeal displayed by Presi-
dent Roosevelt and his administration
in moving against the lawbreakers and
further stimulated to action by direct

orders from Attorney General Moody, -

and even from the president himself,
the various federal district attorneys
during the year have prosecuted more
legal proceedings against railroads and
their officials than ever before within
an equal period in the history of the
country. Most of these suits were
brought for violations of the Elkin
anti-rebate law, and in most instances
they were instituted not only against
the railroads and their officials who
gave the rebate, but also against the
individual corporations that solicited
or accepted them.

In most instances prosecutions were
successful. The fines assessed aggre-
gate many hundreds of thousands of
dollars. Two men were convicted and
sentenced to imprisonment under the
federal conspiracy laws.
