A Frw Hixrs anovr Bees.—At the last meeting
of the Ashmolean Soeciety in Oxford, Mr, W.C
Cotton, of Christ Chureb, read some notices on bees
Ail that is required for bee-keeping it a small cot-
tage garden, or even a few yards of grownd before
the door, as the bees bave no knowledge of the di-
vision of landed property. His first prineiple was
—+* Never killa bee.” "The cottager, who, even
notv, is sorry to be forced to do so, hasin fungws
smartmus, or puff ball, a powerful instrament, ready
to bis hand, by which_he is enabled, withwot any
tronble or expense, to adopt a more humane, as weil
as niore profitable wode of treatment.  The smoke
of this fangns, when dried so as to kold fire. has a
stupifying effect on bees, and renders them as harny-
fess and motionless as brimstone dves, withont any
of its deadly effects. By means of this, weak
sivarms and casts, which wonld not live throagh the
winter, may be united to strong stocks.  He stat
it as & most extraordinary fact, and borne out by ex-
periments, that a hive thus doubled will not con
sume wore honey in the winter than a stock in its
natural state.  This was discovered by g Swiss pas-
