San Jose, Costa Rica, May 8.—~TUp to
noon today 800 bodies had been taken
frome the ruins of the houses which
were overthrows In the earthquake
last Wednesday evening at Cartago.
The estimate of death last evening
placed the number at 1600, but it is
possible that this will be exceeded.

Large forces which have gone to
Cartago from San Jose and other
points are engaged in the work of
rescue and even today several living
persons were taken from under the
plles of stone and timbers where the
dwelling houses once stood. The
namber of sick and injured cannct be
counted, many of them having been
from the adjoining town,

Dr. Bocanegra, the Guatelma repre-
sentative to the Central Court of Jus-
tice, was completely demented when
taken from the ruins, the day after
the earthquake, but he is fully recov-
ered now,

The list of dead at Cartago now
numbers mot less than 1%00. The
city was destroyed by an earthquake
which lasted four seconds. It was a
tremendous movement which follow-
ed a few minor shocks during the
oourse of the days It occurred at 7
o'clock Wednesday evening. No one
.had time to run out of the houses,
which fell crushing to the streets
Had the great shock came during the
sleeping hours hardly anyone could
have escaped.

The railroad and telegraph lines
were broken and the electric light
wires fell leaving the city in total
darkness, Thousaads ran panic
stricken in all directions, in an effort
to save themselves, leaving behind
those under the ruins.

Every house and building was total-
ly destroyed including four churches
and the palace of the Central Ameri-
can peace eourt, the gift of Andrew
Carnegle. Some Americans are report-
ed to have been killed but identifica-
tion even by the records is at present
impossible. The forelgn colonies set
about at once to organize rescue move-
ments and worked strenuously to save
those who were pimned down by the
wreckage.

Familles Wiped Out,

It was not until the following day
that San Jose learned of the-disaster
and so assistamce from this source
was not forthcoming for many hours.
No medical aid could be obtained and
the survivors suffered greatly from
lack of water and food. Many of the
wounded died, suffering terribly. En-
tire families have been wiped out.
Rafael Angel Troyo, the Costa Rican
poet, whose works are known in many
countries, is among the dead.

The college of the Silesian priests
fell while the priests and children
were at prayers, Two priests and ten
chfldren were killed,

The earthquake which brought al-
most total darkness and great clouds
of dust was followed by a roar which
came apparently from deep down in
the earth and for six hours the distur-
bances continued. No more formidable
disaster has occurred in the history
of Costa Rica and perhaps in Ceneral
America,

President Gonzales Viguez, and Pre-
sident Elect Rickardo are personal-
ly in charge of the work of rescue,
Jbut there is little hope that those un-
der the ruins will escape.

Some days must elapse before the
real situation can be determinad.
Some reports place the number of
wounded at several thousands.

Nearly all of Costa Rica is afflict-
ed as more or less damage has been
caused by earthquakes at San Jose
and other points,

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An lmmenﬁe,’ut quiet multutude
pressed about tWe palace for’ a sight
of George V., who passed with but
little appearance of state. He wore an
admiral’s uniform and was attended
only by two officials from Marlborough
House. He was greeted in silence and
with bowed heads as he proceeded to
the palace only a stone's throw away
from where his two sons watched him
from over the wall. The lord mayor of
London with the sheriffs {in state
coaches and robes of office made a
gaudy show, but Viscount Morley, of
Blackburn and other privy councillors
arrived in hansoms and pushed their
way through the crowd.

Saturday Is usually the gayest night
of the week in London, but tonight a
Sabbath like quiet pervades the city.
It is a capital in mourning. All the
theatres and music halls have closed
their doors and the band concerts in
the parks which draw tens of thous-
ands of the working people during the
long spring twilight are abandoned.
The people wander idly about the
streets looking at the portraits of Hd-
ward VII. wreathed in crepe in the
darkened windows of B wadtoearel
shop windows. Multitudes drifted into
8t, James Park staring at the dark-
ened windows of Buckingham Palace
where the body of the dead lies, and
Marlborough House nearby through
the gates of which officials and mes-
sengers come and go constantly. Here
the new King has had to set aside his
personal grief to busy himself with
the affairs of Crown and fame.

Many wear badges of mourning. The
whole Kingdom indeed, is a nation
in mourning. Ireland has forgortten
her differences against her sister isle,
The Irish papers speak kindly, ap-
preciatively of Edward VII, The ma-
yors of such Nationalist strongholds
as Dublin and Limerick have sent mes-
sages of sympathy to the widow.

Municipalities, churches and socie-
ties of all sorts have met to pass eulo-
gles on the late monarch and offer
good wishes to his successor. The
courts and business houses have been
closed; sports and entertalnments of
every type have been dropped; soci-
ety has concelled its engagements.
The managers of most of ihe metro-
politan theatres have decided to sus-
pend their performances until after the
funeral,

Messages from Principal Cen-
tres Throughout Province
and Dominion Tell of Sorrow
Stricken People.

Ottawa, May 8.—Owing to delay in
arrival from London of official notifi-
cation as to the name the new King
will assume, proclamations which it
is customary to issue on such an oc-
casion were not published in an ex-
tra of the Canadian Gazette on Satur-
day as was expected, but will be on
Mong: The regular issue of the (a-
zette, which came out in black bor-
ders, contained Lord Crewe's brief
message to Earl Grey, conveying the
news of the death of King Rdward,
already published and Earl Grey's
reply which was as follows:

Ottawa, May 7, 1910—Announce-
mént of the death of King Edward
VIIL, which has just reached Canada
has created universal sorrow.

His Majesty's Canadian minfsters
desire that you will convey to His
Majesty King George, and to the mem-
bers of the Royal Family, an assur
ance that the people of Canada share
in the great grief that has visited
them.

In discharge of duties of his exalt-
ed position his late Majesty not only
won respect and devotion of all Bri-
tish subjects, but by his efforts in be-
hfxlt af_international . harmeny . and
goodwill he became universally es-
teemed as a great peacemaker, No-
where was this gracious attribute of
Royal character more deeply appreciat
ed than his His Majesty's Dominion
of Canada.

On Saturday many of the leading
merchants showed their devotion to
King Edward by draping their win-
dows in royal purple, while a number
of churches were similarly draped.

The
council of the Quebec Board of Trade
will meet this afternoon when resolu-
tions of condolence will be passed.
Sorrow is universal in Quebec,

The Provincial Legislature apd the
city council adjourned last night as
a mark of respect to the memory of
His Majesty. A muffled peal  was
rung out at St. Matthew’s church and
at the Cathedral immediately upon
receipt of the news, and from other
churches also the bells pealed in
mournful strain. The bell ringers of
St. Matthew's will ring a muffled peal
tonight again and at the Cathedral to-
morrow night,

The municipal buildings will all be
draped, an outward expression of sor-
row of the citizens of Quebec at the
death of King Edward.

TEN AT OTTAWA

BURIED AT WINDSOR.

London, May 8-—The tomb
of,Edward VIl. will be beneath
the memorial chapel at Wind-
sor, where the body of his eld-
est son, the Duke of Clarence,
has a sepulchre. The ob qui
probably will be held on May
20. Before the funeral, it has
practically been decided that
the body of the King will lie
in state in Westminster Hall,
under the Houses of Parila-
ment, which was last the scene
of a similar ceremony when, for
two days and nights, a con-
stant stream of citizens filed
past the coffin of the great
commoner, Gladstone,

Before being taken to Weqt
minster, the body will lie In
state in the throne room. at
Buckingham Palace, King Ed-
ward's casket will be fashioned
out of oak grown in the royal
forest at Windsor. It will first
be lowered to the vault be-
neath the chapel floor of St.
George's Chapel, Windsor Cas-
tle. Afterward when the per-
manent tomb has been prepar-
ed, it will be removed to Al-
bert Chapel.

Queen Alexandra and King
George conferred with various
officers of the state and the
household, concerning the fun-
eral arrangements todey after
holding service in the royal
chapel at Buckingham Palace,
which the late King always at-
tended when in residence there.
The date of the burial was
tentatively fixed for May 20,
although it may be May 18, the
date on which Theodore Roose-
velt is scheduled to deliver the
Romanes lecture at Oxford Uni-
versity.

The members of the royal
family, it ie believed, would pre-
fer there should be no lying in
state, but it was represented to
them that the wishes of the
People wers 'so strongly for thie
that they were willing to waive
their personal inclinations,

Prince Edward, the heir to
the throne will after the pres-
ent be styled the Duke of Corn-
wall and Rothesay. Later he
will be crested Prince of Wales,
He succeeds forthwith to the
duchy of Cornwall with a clear
income of $400,000 yedrly,
which will accumulate” until
he becomes of age, giving him
an independent fortune of $2,-
500,000. It was the income
from this source which en-
abled the late King to pur-
chase the Sandringham estate.

AT HALIFAX

Corp. Gregg of The Halfax
Garrison Lost His Life in the
Harbor --- Premier Murrays
Condition.

Halifax, N. 8., May $8.—Corporal R.
G. Gregg, of No. 1 Co, R. C. G. A,
and in command of Fort Clarence,
one of the long fortresses on the east-
ern side of Halifax harbor, was drown-
ed this afternoon and his wife and
child are in a serious condition as the
result of a boating accident on the
harbor. This afternoon Gregg sug-
gested a sail, and with his ife and
two elder daughters, his wifg's sister
and three other soldiers, left the fort
for the pier. A small boat was launch-
ed and the gay party of seven started
out from the shore. The pier had
just been cleared and Gregg was in
the act of hoisting the sails when a
gust of wind caught the boat and it
turned over and filled with water. All
the occupants were thrown out, The
Iwo women and little child were res-
cued in an exhausted condition. Gregg
who was unable to swim, told his com-
rades to rescue his wife and child and
that he could look out for himself, but
when the soldiers had reached the
shore with the woman, the corporal
had gone down and did not come up
again. He was 25 years of age and
served in the South African war. He
came here two years ago from Lon-
don, Outario,

The condition of Premier Murray,
who has been confined to the hospital
for the past week, became so acute
on Saturday that his leg had to be
amputated.

The effect of the explosion was ex-
tremely capricious; windows are brok-
en in the most distant parts of Otta-
wa, -and yet the damage suffered in
Hull, apart from the buildings adja-
cent to the factory, on the whole was
less than the destruction in Ottawa..
| Government Hall which is nearly
|three miles away from the scene of
the explosion, w a peculiarly heavy
sufferer, a great number of its win-
dows being smashed. All over Ot-
tawa plate glass windows fell in
fragments and it was particularly re-
marked that nearly every bank in
the city suffe . Practically every
bank tonight has a policeman st:
ioned in front of its vacant window
frames. Many curious effects of the
explosion are noticeable, for instance
in many cases windows on the front
of the building turned towards the
scene of the explosion escaped while
those on side streets collapsed.

The parliament buildings which oc-
cupy the highest point in Ottawa and
are built of stone suffered very little,
One of the chimneys at the govern»
ment house was bent so badly that
it had to be taken down at once.
Stones and boulders were hurled an
immense distance and In some cases
crashed through the roofs of houses
two miles away. Several deaths were
caused in this way,

The direct money loss will probably
not exceed $100,000. The buildings
of the factory were not expenmsive and
the number of hands employed were
only four or five, The quantity of ex-
plosives in store was only five tons,
By far the heaviest item of damage
is the breaking of glass,
