In the early hours of Saturday morn-
fng over fifty thousand rifies, with
three and a half million rounds of am-

Vera Cruz, April 26—Vera Cruz is
tonight under martial law, Rear Ad-
miral Fletcher, commander of the Am-
erican naval forces on shore, today
1ssued a proclamation to this effect,
and the last opportunity Mexicans had
for handling their own affairs in Vera
Cruz under their own laws disappear

This proclamation makes Rear Ad-
miral Fletcher absolute ruler ashore.

The food supply problem must be
relieved smoon, and for this reason
plans are now making to open the
Alvarado raliroad, a short line run-
ning south into the garden and poultry
district.

The hotels are crowded
to their capacity, and the refugees
who have succeeded in reaching here
are finding difficulty in securing quar-
ters.

Galveston, Texas, April —The
Tampico situation has continued so
serious, according to a wireless mes-
sage reaching here today, that two
torpedo boats yesterday were sent up
the Panuco river from Tampico to get
Americans, Refugees - arriving here
from Tampico today said they were
saved from rioting Mexicans early
Wednesday morning by German sail-
ors,

Antwerp,. April 25.—Seven hundred
tons of ammunition for President
Huerta of Mexico, which is awaiting
shipment, will probably be stored here
until the end of hostilities, the steam-
ers sailing for Mexican ports declin-
ing to carry contraband.

The steamer Cayo Bonito has can-
celled her sailing on May 3, with six
hundred tons of ammunition already
shipped. Mexican agents are known
to be here and are endeavoring to ar-
“ran<e for the shipment, but money is
lacking.

American Business Houses Marked
for Destruction.

Vera.Cruz, April 25,—Circulars enu-
merating American business houses
are being distributed in the streets
of Mexico City. The handbilis call
on the people to destroy the councerns
listed. Some of the American stores
whose names appeared in the circular
already have been looted.

Another list being distributed is that
of Mexicans managing some of the
American stores. It is declared these
men must be killed because of their
{identification with foreign interests.

General Opinion that Ministers

London, April ‘Whether the gov-
ernment’s plan of military operations
against Ulster was due to mere blund-
ering or to deliberate malevolence,
and if the latter, who was really re-
spongible, are now the chief points
which engage attention since the is8iie
wag revised by the publication of the
White Paper. Whatever opinion is
held, there is general unanimity of
belief in opposition circles that the
ministers have further blundered,
from their point of view, by their ex-
planations, which are -both fragmen-
tary and contradictory.

The military correspondent of the
Times is inclined to make Winston
Churchill the scapegoat, and declares
that the First Lord of the Admiralty
must have kpown what he was about
when, with an entire disregard of the
defence of the state, he multiplied his
orders to the navy to co-operate with
army movements deslgned to bring
Ulster to its knees. He refers to the
ignorance of the ministers regarding
the situation in Ulster, and the spirit
which controls the Ulster volunteers,
as appalling. It is largely due to the
clergy of the Irish church, he says,
and also to me like the Presbyterian
Moderator Dr. MacAulay, - that the
volunteers preserve their admirable
calm.
