For a considerable time 
past there has been pressing need for 
ward extension at Haslar, and the Gov­
ernment allocated £31,000 of the fund 
for the construction of a new wing at 
the Royal Naval Hospital, which, when 
completed, will be designated “The 
Canadian Women’s Wing.”

Primarily the new wjng will be 
utilised for housing the Hospital staff. 
At the present time the staff, number­
ing some 250, is accommodated in the 
wards, thus occupying space original­
ly Intended for sick and wounded. 
When the new wing Is complete these 
beds will revert to inelr original pur­
pose so that the effect of the Cana­
dian women’s generosity will be that 
at least 250 more sick or wounded will 
be able to receive treatment at the 
institution, where every modern re­
quirement that medical research has 
made possible Is provided for those 
brave fellows who fall sick or injured
