Mr, Balfour sug-
gested Saturday at 12.30 pm. It is
understood he will make a brief
speech in each house, though the chief
object of his visit will ba to pay a call
of courtesy, meet the members and to
extend the greetings of the British
parliament.

At Treasury Department.

Mr. Balfour spent most of this after-
noon with Secretary McAdoo and Sir
Hartman Lever at the treasury depart-
ment, after devoting the morning to
conferences at the mission’s head-
guarters. British Ambassador Spring-
Rice was among those who called, and
Mr. Balfour lunched with the Fremch
mission at the British embassy.

The wade discussions between Brit-
ish and American officials are said
now to have covered practically the
preliminary ground and to be waiting
on additional information from KEng-
land.

Though the mission came to this
country with a mass of statistics and
facts, the American officials have
gone through all of that and have ask-
ed further questions, which could be
answered only by reference to Lon-
don.

The South American trade situation
has received almost no attention, as
yet, for the British have regarded it
as a question to be left largely to the
United States, because of this coun-
try’s superior interests and better
facilities for dealing sympathetically
with that field.

The British- mission will go to New
York in about ten days to join the
French for the welcome meeting
planned there. After that it is possi-
ble that the members will take a trip
through the middle west and possibly
to Canada,
