Then en­
sued probably the most picturesque spec­
tacle when the whole line advanced in 
review order in the direction of the duke, 
with a score of bands playing, colors lift­
ed high, -the line extending for three- 
quarters of a mile, moved forward until 
within 50 paces of the duke and his staff.

Then his command, “Royal salute, 
present arms,” rang out. The bands play­
ed the National Anthem, the colors were 
dropped, the duke lifted his right hand; 
•the members of his suite followed hie ex­
ample and thus remained until the music 
ceased. Then helmets, busies, bonnets 
and forage caps were doffed, and a mighty 
cheer went up for King Edward and his 
royal highness.

The main feature of the military par­
ade before the march past was the pres­
entation of medals to South African veter­
ans- The first man presented was Major 
U’ockburn, Toronto, who received the 
Victoria Cross, also a sword of honor 
from the people of Toronto* Then fol­
lowed the presentation of about 600 South 
African medals to Ontario soldiers, from 
the duke’s own hand. As each soldier 
received his medal he walked back to his 
regiment amid enthusiastic cheers by his 
particular regiment, and the spectators- 
The duke, just before leaving the parade 
grounds, expressed to General O’Grady 
Haly his deep admiration for the splendid 
turnout and steadiness of the men- Sev­
eral members of the duke’s staff said the 
parade was the largest of the whole tour. 
After dinner the corps broke camp and 
by midnight nearly ail had entrained for 
nome-

At the conclusion of the review, which 
lasted fully an hour beyond schedule 
time, the royal party returned to Gov­
ernment House for luncheon- The streets 
were lined with cavalry and artillery, 
which had participated in the review.

After luncheon, the royal paKy started 
for Toronto University and 
made a couple of stops. At the mi trance 
of Queen’s park they witnessed an exhi­
bition of drill by the fire brigade- In 
Queen’s park the duke and Alexander 
Muir, author of The Maple Leaf, planted 

& maple tree. At the university an ad­
dress of welcome was read by Sir Wil­
liam Meredith. The degree of LI> D 
was conferred on his royal highness. The 
evening was devoted to a state dinner at 
parliament buildings and a public recep­
tion, at which over 2,000 people were 
presented.
