of St. John county opposition delegates, 
held in Keith’s assembly rooms Wednesday 
J. P. Mosher, ^gf St. Martine, and Al­
fred H. Clark, of Fairville, were chosen 
candidates for the next provincial elec­
tion. The nominations were secured on 
the first ballot. The names of Councillor 
W. J. Fox and J. W. V. Lawlor, of Fair­
ville, were also before the meeting.

Stirring speeches by the candidates, J. 
D. Hazen, leader of the opposition; R. 
Maxwell, M. P. P., and others, denounc­
ing the practices of the present adminis­
tration and urging the need of good gov­
ernment for the province were received 
with hearty applause.

The candidates are both representative 
men in the county and their success at 
the polls was confidently predicted.

“The commission made recommendations 
in respect to the method of voting by 
policy holders, taken from the New York 
state law.

The matter, he 
said, was of such vast importance that the 
government decided to wait until this ses- 

before taking any action.
“In the interim,” said Mr. Fielding, 

“we have been able tb give the subject 
further consideration, and with the as 
sistance of insurance experts of ability and 
impartiality, we have prepared a bill 
which I have now the honor to present 
to the house. The bill is necessarily some­
what technical and complicated in char­
acter and can be best understood by a 
careful study with the assistance of insur­
ance experts. I need not burden my re­
marks with details of the bill but will 
cal attention to its most important fea­
tures.

“The bill prepared by the commission 
dealt with life insurance only, while in the 
bill now .submitted the whole question of 
insurance is dealt with, though the amend­
ments chiefly relate to life insurance.”

To a question of Mr. Borden, Mr. Field­
ing stated that the new bill was a con­
solidation of all the acts relating to in­
surance.

“In the investigation by the commission 
it was complained that the powers of the 
government, through the finance minister, 
were not as broad as was desirable. We 
are enlarging those powers, 
that the minister could only withdraw or 
suspend the license of a company except 
under very exceptional circumstances. By 
the new bill the minister may for any vio­
lation of the insurance act withdraw, sus­
pend or refuse to renew a license of an 
insurance company. The powers of the 
superintendent of insurance are widened 
by giving him the powers of a deputy min­
ister and special powers enabling him to 
visit the offices "of American companies 
and inspect their business at the head 
office, when it is deemed desirable. He is 
also given power to make special audits 
and appoint valuators to value the prop­
erty of the companies, when he deems it 
desirable.

4'Trust funds of foreign companies must 
hereafter be placed under the trust of a 
Canadian Trust Company and where va­
cancies occur through the death of a pres­
ent trustee his place must be filled by the 
appointment of a trust company.

Walker’s assent is being required by the 
British government before any public 
money can be used for emigration of work- 
house inmates. He is refusing every ap­
plication from boards of guardians.

Each steamer from Canada is bringing 
back large numbers. The Victorian this 
week brought 1,000 steerage, 600 of whom 
are foreigners. The remainder are a good 
class of Britishers returning to spend 
Christmas here. The Sardinian, however, 
brought 91 expelled Bulgarians. A Don­
aldson liner brought 40 expulsions.

It is felt the Salvation Army’s plans for 
sending 1,000 emigrants to British Colum­
bia in the spring are in a somewhat dif­
ferent category, inasmuch as the army ac­
cepts responsibility for emigrants for a 
period after their arrival.

The question is being seriously consid­
ered whether the time has not come when 
the Canadian government should impose 
similar restriction upon all organized char­
itably-aided emigration and insist that the 
East End and Self-Help and other societies 
remain responsible for their emigrants for 
at least a year, and liable to cany them 
back to England if unemployed during that 
period. It is felt this would be the easiest 
and fairest means of eliminating the unfit 
while the door would be open for those 
likely to become capable and self-support­
ing Canadian citizens.

Montreal, Dec. 18—The Star’s London 
correspondent cables : The Canadian gov­
ernment is taking peremptory measures 
here in the restriction of emigration. 
Every booking agent throughout the 
United Kingdom has received official in­
structions from Bruce Walker on behalf 
of the minister of the interior that no im-

migrant landing in Canada before Febru­
ary 15 be admitted unless he has $50,while 
those arriving between February 15 and 
April must have $25, in addition to inland 
transportation, the only exceptions being 
those who are going to friends or are al­
ready assured employment.

Bruce Walker says these requirements 
must greatly lessen winter emigration. Mr. 
Walker also inserted in yesterday’s papers 
an official advertisement warning emi­
grants that certain booking agents, who 
have been advertising for 50,000 men for 
Canada immediately, including artisans, at 
wages of nine shillings per day, are gross­
ly misrepresenting real Canadian condi­
tions. He adds: “The demand for labor 
of all kinds is over for the season. Pros­
pective emigrant passengers please take 
warning.”

LINER IN PORT

The new Allan liner Corsican, Captain 
Pickering, arrived in port Tuesday 
her first trip and docked at No. 2 berth 
at 8.15 o’clock. All the passengers were 
landed at Halifax except five saloon, 79 
second cabin and ten steerage. The Cor­
sican is 516 feet long, with a breadth of 
61 feet 3 inches, and her depth is 42 feet,
9 inches. Her gross tonnage is 11,500. She 
has triple expansion twin screw engines 
of 8,500 horse power.' She has accommoda­
tion for 300 first class, 400 second class, 
and 1500 third class passengers. The of­
ficers of the steamer are: Chief officer, A.
Freer; surgeon, J. Trumbull, purser, John 
S. Williamson: chief engineer, A. Gilles­
pie; chief steward, John Blackley ; stew­
ardess, Mrs. Fanning.

The hull is divided into separate water­
