The Sergeant=atArms Clears the Re=
porters Gallery — Ungentlemanly
Language —He Apologises Next
Day for Having Exceeded His
s thority—Reporters Accept it.

FREDRICTON, April 12.

On Thursday evening after the House
adjourned when one of the reporters
wished to leave the gallery he found the
door fastened on the outside, and called
for the officer to open it. The Sergeant-
at-arms answered, ‘“Jump out of the
window”; when the request was again
made he came up and opened the door,
and said, “If you want to get out now,
go.” He being requested to per-
mit us to remein and finish our
reports, said he had power to clear the
gallery at his pleasure and turning out
the gas he gave one minute for all the re-
porters to leave—he would not listen to
reason at all and his language was un-
gentlemanly and profane. We picked up
our rubbers, coats, and a few notes and
left. The Speaker had gone and some of
the members were present. The report-
ers were attending to their duties and
the whole matter was unjustifiable and
unwarranted on the part of the Sergeant-
at-Arms.

This morning the Sergeant at Arms
came to the Reporters and made an hum-
apology, stating that he had acted
wrongly and hastily, and was very SOITy
for what he had done. He assured them
he would not so exceed his authority
again, and promised not to interfere, in
the future, in any way with the repre-
sentatives of the Press.

The matter would have been brought be-
fore the House at 12 noon had not the
apology been made by that time. The
reporters concluded to aceept the apology,
which was entirely satisfactory, and re-
sumed their duties.
