A Piute Woman Accused of Witcheraft
aud Stoned to Death.

[From the Virginia City Chronicle, Nov. 10.}

At sunset on Friday evening last, Az-
suppee-ah-wy-puh. a witch, was stoned
to death a short distance beyond Smith’s
ranch, in Pine Nut-valley. This woman,
who was betweeu forty and fifty years of
age, and who leaves a husband and many
descendants in the tribe, was accused of
having caused the death of many of her
relatives and othcrs by witcheraft. No
one could dream of her but sickness and
death were the speedy results. Her son-

§ -law died from the effects of such a
, dream some five years since, and but for
the earnest entreaties of Johnson Sides
and o*hers at that time she would have
been hurled from the top-of & lofty cliff,
A yearago a young niece of Sam Napplo
of Genaa died from the witherafvof this old
womai, anl she wo 1d have been de
gpate! cd by that disth guished warrior at
the time but that she sought safety in
flight. Aofhir Indian died'at Pyranid
Tiake from her fatal influence, and an at-
tempt was made to capture and kill her.
She eludad the pursuit of the enraged
w uriors.. The matter was taken up and
discus-ed. in.the grand council in Plue
Nut ya'ley last Friday, and the result was
the appointment of & large detail of In-
dians t stone her to death. The unfor-
tuna e woman svas placed in the centre
of a large ring formed by her execution-
evs, who were armed with stones, and
was bt ten to & pulp and < lefe unburied.
At first her hashand “fels 'sojrewhat out-
raged, and threatened to ¢ eatr out the
whole tribe,” but on- being told all the
citcumstarces; and it beig intimated to
him that “he’d better let’ that job out.”
he .cooled down, and. joined with the
other relatives in expressing satisfaction
with the killing, all of them saying that
it ought to have been dome long ago.

About one o’clock on the morning of
Nov. 10 s large merchant, vessel under
full sail and on fire was seen ranning for
Kingston harbor in Ireland. She proved
to be the Nangpore, an iron ship: from
Calcutta for Liverpool, with a cargo of

cotton, jute, and saltpetre. She had taken
five four- days' beforc and. the crew had
Hecome so worn out in their efforts to
keep down the flames that when she en-
tered the harbor they were unable to take
in sail. Both anchors were let go, but

the vessels with which the harbor was
crowdéd. “She -strack ‘8. Heavily laden
schooner, causing her to sink, while the
crew saved themselves by climbing into
the rigging of the Nangpore. Another
schooner and & sloop were alsa wrecked
by the burning vessel, the captain of the
sloop . being thrown overboard and
drowned.” The Nangpore finally came to'
oppogite: the Royal Irish Yacht Club
housé and ‘she was sunk by the guns of
two revenue cutters after it had been
found that she could not be saved.

Schr. Sultana _has arrived at Glouc(s-
ter, Mass., from a halibut trip to the
banks with loss of two of her crew, Wm.
Reeves and Moses Cahoon, both of Nova
Scotia. The captain of the Sultana thinks
there has been some foul play. They
both lcft the vessel” to atfend to their
trawls and never returned although the
sea was calm and the wind light. Search
was made for them but without success.

A letter from Havana dated Nov. 20th,
says : There is much talk of war with the
United States. The Captain-General and
military chiefs have. had several meet-
ings ; preparations for defence have been
actively inade and guns are being mount-
ed on all forts around the city. Who
they will get to mun them is another
matter, as they have no artillerymen.
Powder is also being supplied & d a gen-
eral bustle is noticed around the Arsen
als. 'Fhe people talk-warlike and express
a determination to make no concessions.
They will fight to the last before they
will give up the Virginius or any persons
who took part in the executions of the
crew. Journals publish articles to excite
the people and the Republican papers
join in, for fear they will not be consid-
ered patriotic.
