BSB offers help
for disabled students

The Centre for Special Services
for Handicapped Students has just
opened in Room 135 in the
Behavourial Sciences Building.
The Centre has many purposes, all
of which are built upon the idea of
assisting handicapped individuals
to enter university and once there,
to get the most from their studies.

The co-ordinator of the Centre,
Judith A. Snow, plans on being a
liaison between the university and
the students. Wherever possible,
she will help the students to have
their classes arranged so that
they are easy to get to, and arrange
timing so that those with mobility
problems can get from one to
another without losing time in the
classroom. Students with
disabilities also require special
help with taking notes, finding
accommodationandtransportation
and finding financial assistance.
Miss Snow is prepared to explore
these areas and others with
students on an individual and group
basis, so that each student may
make the maximum use of his time
at school.

As the Centre gets into operation,
its staff hopes to contact students
who are contemplating enrolment
in the university or in other post-
secondary educational institutions,

so that the various aspects of
seeking higher education can be
explored with them before they
commit themselves to any par-
ticular programme. In this
manner, individuals can look into
the long term consequences of any
decision so that they will be more
successful in finding programmes

which will enhance their life goals. £
Financial and other assistance can &
also be arranged atthistime sothat
the individual does not lose time «

and energy in solving personal
problems when he wants to be
studying.

Miss Snow is a trained counsellor
with her Masters Degree in Clinical
and Counselling Psychology.
