Skinny Puppy are popular and 
they sell albums. They are played in 
clubs and they played two nights at 
the Concert Hall to accommodate 
fans. But why?

Skinny Puppy are the creation of
the death doom and destruction together production w ise, more solid

The songw riling here is top-notch.

They are more than 
Kango caps and jumpsuits, big 
clocks and baby bottles, or Bally 
rings on their fingers.

The lyrics as a whole are akin to 
the preachings of Chuck D.. Ici- T. 
and Grandmaster Flash circa “The 
Message" or “White Lies". Realistic 
pictures are painted. This ain’t no 
house party. This is schooling.

The sampling here is top of the line 
as well. Going against the usual buz-

Using key hoards, drum machines, 
and tape loops of various other 
bands such as The Tom Tom Club, 
Parliament/Funkadelic. soca laves 
Arro. and Grandmaster Flash and the 
Furious Five to round out the songs, 
one has to be impressed.

On some tracks the instruments 
are real; which is no small feat con­
sidering studio costs these days.
