It has,
however, also disclosed how little, in some parts of our country, the
gravity of the world situation is appreciated; and how greatly, as a
consequence, people are in danger of being misled by some of those
who are asking them to vote NO on Monday next. I hope that what
I say to-night may resolve any doubts in your minds about the
importance of your voting YES. I hope it may also convince you of
the necessity of doing all you can to see that the affirmative vote is
as large as possible. '
