last ; during this interval of time, a passage for Batteaux
and Canoes, during high water, was cleared along the shore
from the head of the Long Sault to near Sandy Point,
above Grece’s Point, by blasting a considerable quantity
of large racks, and carrying off such as'could be remov-
ed. This passage will serve from the spring of the year,
’till about the month of July, when the water willbe too
low for it to serve. . A very bad Rapid, at the foot of
the Grande Batture, in which were a number of large
1ocks, called les Pains de Sucre, very. prejudicial to the
passage of rafts, has also been cleared, so that the viewers
are of opinion that four cribs may be conveyed at once
through the Long Sault; whereas heretofore only one
could pass at a time.
