and the Petition of Thomas McMahon and others,
Inhabitants of the District of Prince Edweard, pre-
sented to the House on the -cighteeaili Instant, be
referred to the Committee of the wlole House on
the Bill to repeal certain parts of, and to amend an
Actof the Parliament of the Provinee passed in the
Fourth and Fifth vears of the Reign of Her present
Majesty, intituled » An Act to repeal the Laws now
in force in that part of this Province formerly Up-
per Canada, for the recavery of Small Debts, and
to make other provision therefor™ ; and to provide
for the pavment of the Clerks of the several Divi-
sion Courts in . Upper Canada, by Fees in lieu of a
fixed Salary.

Mr. Boutillicr fromn the Select Committee to
which was referred the Petition of the Montreal
Medical Board. presented to the Touse the Report
of the said Committec. which was again read at'the
Clerk’s table, and is as followeth .—

“That the Medical Board of the District of
Montreal. appointed. by virtue of the Act above ci-
ted, refused to give a certificate for admission to
practisc to a Graduate of the said Colloge, pretend-
ing that a Diploma, granted in accordance with the
requlations of the said - College, (that is to say.
after three years of study,) should be considercd
only as a certificate of the' time the candidate had
studied, and could not in anywise establish’ a right
to a license to practise under the law requiring five
years of study. - Co

+ The question being brought before the Court
of King’s Bench, in 1833, the ground taken by the
Mecdical Board of Montreal was declared to be un-
tenable, as appears by the Documents which accom-
pany the present Report. =~ . :

+“The Act of the 1st Wm. IV, chap. 27, being
therefore not susceptible of general application, has -
heen regarded ag inefficient ; and, being temporary,
it expired without any apparent desire, on the part
of the Menbers of the profession, that it should be
renewed, ‘ ‘ ‘

“Your Committee feel bound to express their de--
sire of sceing, for the future. every School of Medi-
cine submit to the control of the Laws of the
Country, believing that the interest of the Medical
profession and that of the public would gain by it
considerably, inasmuch as these institutions would
have then one claim the more to. the protection and
assistunce of the Legislature, and’ this would give
rise to a hope that thev would become even more.
useful than thev are at present. :

“In case this' happy result should be attained,
vour Committer would be of opinion that the fol-

“That. in all those countrics where the science
is. most cultevated. it has been recognized that the
well-being of' society. as well as the interest of
scicnce and the honor of the professinn, require
more time and application on the part of the aspi-
rants than they generally appear diposed to give
before commencing practice. ‘

“Your Committee are consequently of opinion
that the existing laws should be repealed, and that
an Act shosld be passed common to both sections
of the Provinee, and which should subject the Study
and Practice of Medicine to such regulations as may
clevate both to that degree of respectability and use-
fulness, which they have acquired in the most civi-
lized counfries ; Your Committee would believe
themselves to be only performing a duty by - propo-
sing to your Honourable House the immediate passing
of a Law to the hereinbefore mentioned effeet, if
there did not exist some doubt as to the right of the
Provincial Legislature to affect, by a Legislative
Act. the regulations of the MeGill College. an insti-
tution endowed and maintained by private dona-
tions. and. legally established by a Charter eman-
ating from Royal authority. L
