Escap-
ing from the premises he was arrested in
Hepworth as a vagrant and brought to
the Walkerton jail and while here it was
learned that the prisoner was the culprit
who had committed the above assault,
and later he was also recognized. as the
escaped fugi ive from the Prison Farm.
He was rerr o 'ed to the Kingston Peni-
tentiary, but on showing evidences of
insanity was trangfgrred to the Hamilton
asylum, where he'was put under obser-
vation for some wecks. Hewas brought
from this institution to the Fall Assizes
here last Fall, but the case was adjourn-
ed to the Spring Court in order to deter-
mine his sanity. At the trial here this
week the prisoner refused the services
of a lawyer offered him by the court, and
proceeded to conduct his own case,
which he did in a rough and boisterous
manner. He was cunning enough to try
to place the blame for his crime on the
woman, but when this ruse failed, he
put forward the plea of insanity. Tte
Court decided that he was sane enough
to khow what he was doing, and as the
Crown Prosecutor, Lawyer H. G. Tuck-
er of Owen Sound, had no difflculty in
establishing his guilt, the Judge sentenc-

Biggest Flood in Years.

Last week it looked as if there wou'd
be very little flood.  The mild  weather
with frosty nights, kept the snow from
going too quickly.
