Sir Donald Smith, Our High Commis-
sioner’s Eulogy of the-Dominton

The Cutlers’ Company, of Sheffield,
England, is @& very ancient institution
Almost thres hundred years ago the
first cutlers’ feast was held and since
then it has been an annual occurrence
and even fthe ngbles ot the old land
have been theAutlers’ guests.

In 1771 the Dukes of Norfolk, Devon-
shire and Isceds, the Marquis of Rock-
mgham and five ear[s were present al
this motable gathering. On Nov. 15th
ot fthis year this tamous festival was
again held and pn a sca fully equal
to ‘that ot former occasions. Fifty m~n
of the Hallamshire Rifles, with four
sengeants, lormed a guard ol honor in
the vestibule. Some idea  of the
sumptuousness of the affair may ©be
gleaned from ‘the fact that the glass
used was of Venetian white fluted cry-
‘star amd was manufactured specially
tor fthe occasion. It consisted of 2,700
all to match, and the dihner
E comprised 4,800 pieces, which,
along with the dessert plates, were
made especially by Wedgewood.

I think you
will bear with me when I say that
while the area of the United Kingdom
is 121,662 miles, that of the Empire
i8 10,000,000 square miles; and that of
the self-governing colonies from 7,000,-
00 to 8,000,000 square miles, with a
population somewhat under 12,000,000,
The imports of the colonies are equai
to about £140,000,000, their exports to
£127,000,000, making a total of £2067,-
000,000. Of that their trade with foreign
countries is £70,000000, while  with
Great DBritain it is #£120,000,000, "and
Canada has of that £23,600,000 imports
and £21,200,000 exports. Now,I th'nk,
looking to Ythose figures, and feeling
that not least of the important events
of the reign of her Most Gracious Ma-
jesty Queen Victoria is the great de-
velopment of the colonies, we may well
look forward within a very few 'years
to much greater development of those
colonies. And T trust that as that de-
velopment goes on the relations be-
tween the colonies and the mother coun-
try will become closer and closer, that
the commercial relations in every
spect —thpse of all parts of “the
pire—will be such —as all loya:
jecis will desire them to be. (Hear,
hear.)

We,
in Canada, are proud of our mother
country,  because we believe in it.
We have there everything which has
made the United States, and is no doubt
the same thing with the other colgnies—
with Australia ‘and South Africa. 1
can only say on behalf of Canada, and,
I think, equally on behalf of all the
colenies, that there are no more loyal
subjects of the Queem than her sub-
jects in those divisions of her empire—
not even in Sheffield, or in any part
ol the United Kingdom. (Cheers.)
