How rapidly population ie spread­
ing over, the mtface of the earth 
miy be judged by the fact that 
Patagonia and Teira del Fnego, 
those mythical conn tries of our 
childhood, where a race of giants 
wore supposed in cur infantile minds 
to wander about, carrying their 
heads under tteir arms for the sake 
of convenience, ore practically be­
coming populated by Europeans. 
That Patagonia and Terra del Fuego 
of reality have felt the touch of 
civilization during the last decade 
of the nineteenth century is now 
beyond question, and what were only 
a few scattered settlements gome 
twelve or fifteen years ago have 
now developed into flourishing and 
comparatively fast growing com­
munities of sturdy foundation. The 
radiating centres for the population 
of Patagonia in the future are the 
settlements at Chubut, Santa Cruz, 
Gallegos and Punla Arenas, the 
three former in Argentine territory, 
the latter in Chili. From Punta 
Arenas population has drifted south­
ward to Terra del Fuego, drawn 
thither by the inducement of cheap 
lands for sheep, farming purposes, 
and, occasionally, in search of gold, 
valuable finds of that metal having 
oeoutred from time to time in that 
region during the }ast quarter of a 
century.

The Indiana of Patagonia still 
exist in considerable number^ bat 
they do not take kindly to tbe ad­
vance of civilization, and are disap­
pearing before the new order of 
affairs. Nomadic in tbeir habits, 
these creatures of nature e^iet in 
smell encampments, their shelter 
from the intense cold of winter be­
ing only tbe skins of the guanaoo, 
puma or other wild animal-», spread 
over a rough framewotk of sticks, 
In these primitive wigwams they 
remain doting the period of the 
heavy snows, only venturing abroad 
in search of game, cr to carry to the 
nearest settlement for sale the skins 
and ostrich featbera-tbey may have 
collected during their hunting ex­
cursions. Beyond tbe very few 
necessaries these primitive people 
require, the proceeds of the barter 
of the feathers apd skins is expend­
ed in strong drink, and the carouse 
is only finished when no morey is 
left to purchase further supplies. 
In the springtime, when the snows 

I are melted sufficiently to allow easy 
travelling^ the pnpa^p^ent ie

settlement is formed of hardy 
Scotsmen, many of whom have come 
hither from the British cclony of 
the Falkland Islands. In twenty 
years these pioneers have trans­
formed this part of Patagonia from 
a desert into au important sleep- 
farming district. For tbe Argen 
tine native from Buenos Ayres and 
the adj lining districts there is small 
attraction to settle in this part of 
the republic, partly on account of 
the cold winters and partly because 
of the distance from the luxury o' 
civilization found in Buenos Ayres 
and other cities of the north. Tbe 
Soot immigrating to this country 
cares nothing for suoh considéra 
lions; he finds a climate in many 
ways no worse than in his own 
native land, and with conditions in 
many ways much easier for him to 
gain a living, and not unfrequently 
to make a fortune. In Bunta Arenas 
and neighborhood the population is 

mixture ol Scotsmen, Englishmen, 
immigrants from the Falkland Is­
lands, Germans, a few Italians, some 
Argentines and Chilians. The lat­
ter have no fear of cold weather, as 

tbe case with the Argentine na­
tives, and are willing to work hard 
under almost any conditions where 
there is money to be made. This 
same mixture of nationalities is 
foqnd in ^erra del Fuego, in the in­
habited region immediately to tbe
south of the Magellan Straits__ New
Yoik Sun.

trial enterprise,

This year the Welsh colony was 
unfortunately the scene of a very 
great calamity from the sudden 

Joding of the valley, and much 
amage was done to the property ef 

the settlers. Homesteads were 
washed away, the bulk of last year's 
crop of grain stored in sacks was 
destroyed, irrigation canals were 
broken down, and whole villages 
were laid in ruins. Tbe work of 
repairing these disasters is now, 
however, preeeedin apace, and the 
misfortune will have only a passing 
effect upon the fortunes of the dis­
trict. The number of inhabitants 
in the Chubut Valley now exceeds 
6,900, and off shoots from this par­
ent colony are already established 
at places in the interior of Patagonia, 
and in the fnture the settlements 
promise to epiett} to north, south 
and west.
