visages are jokes—when they are
not libels.  With few exceptions,
all the stage and movie priests,
with their sanctimonious. “ holier
than thou ” manner, are anything
but true to life.  Now, as a mat-

ter of fact, - we know that truly

religious people are the most
cheerful in the world, and $he
nun with a woe-begone -visage is
as rare as the priest who cannot
enjoy an innocent joke. Gloom,
unreasonable rigidity and hypo-
critical expression were preroga-
tives of the cld-time Puritans,
who for many years waged an
unrelenting war on art and liter-
ature, and who 'did all in their
power to consign our dear old
friend Shakespeare’s plays to the
flames.

Now, St. Gregory was a real
manly man—not a Puritan—and
he realized that the mimetic in-
stinet and the desire for thea-
trical entertainment: are inherent
in mankind. When he went to

|the Arabiepiseopal throne of Con-

stantinople, towards the middle of
the feurth century, he found the
theatre of that city with prac-
tices no truly Christian prelate
could tolerate. Did St. Gregory,
because there were certain grave
abuse, indulge in indiscriminate
denunciation of the drama ? No,

ndeed. | Being a very sane, prac-

tical man, and a great orator and
poet as well, St. Gregory very
wisely undertook to reform the
drama from the inside, by writing
and producing simple; yet beau-
mfﬂimp%lys,im which were told
the story of the World's Greatest
Tragedy—-thé Passion and Death
of Christ, and in others, biblical
characters, .and the saints and
martyrs of the- Church -were his
themes.

This form of drama became
very popular with the people, and
it gradually found its way to the
western part of Europe, where
Mystery and Miracle plays, re-
volving around the central truths
of Christianity were produced
and performed for the instruction
and edification of the masses by
the much maligned monks and
the great State Guilds. These
plays served, not only as hand-
maids of religion, but also fur-
nished the peopleswith wholesome

If this
is true, then it certainly looks as
if the public is afflicted with a
gangrene that is eating away its
moral and aesthetic vitals, But
we doubt the truth of the greedy
dollar-chasing manager's stake-
ment. We believe that there are
many men and women in this
country, not exactly saints and
angels, but ordinary, 'decent men
and women, who go-to the theatre
for eujoyment... Such men and
women -believe that certain kinds
of realism can <be seen to better
advantage outside the  theatre.
If interested in psychopathology,
we know where to go to study
it ; if we wish to see the victims
of loathsome.disease a medical
friend will show . us. throunh one
of the large city hospitals, and
the-daily -papers, filled with re-
ports-of divorce cases, tell us the
story of love that has gone astray.
We have often wondered if it
ever oceurs to certain - dramatists
that the sex problem play, from
an aesthetie-point of view, is re-
volting. Can-.a' drama, whose
chief characters are men and wo-
men, whom both the Old and New
Testaments call by very ugly,
though mighty expressive names
be truthfully “called .a work of
art ?° If ib is the province of the
drama to tuyrn the hearts and
minds” of fmen to beauty. and
goodness, can a play Wwhich does
not contain a beautiful object, nor
a pure and noble sentiment, be
classed as a work of art ? No,
because the object of art is benuty
as well as-trath. . %
