A rumour was ciroulated this morning
that-twocompanics of Canadians were cap-

tured near Malone, Later advices, how-
ever, state that the Fenians were beaten
at Trout Riyer this afternoon, and com-

pelled toretreat ucross the line to Malone,

whero 300 of their number deserted and

started for home,

There are so many conflicting rumors
respooteng the ecnents of the Feniaus,
that I cannot vouch for anything that ove-

cuts out of 8t, Albans. If this ramor bo

true, and each succeeding account goes to

prove it, the raid is virtually over at this
end of the Province. Meaten at every

point they have attacked,d sheartened by

delays and failure, without money or com-

missariat, the Fenians desour of meeting

with success this time, No doubt, they

have sympathy of a large portion of the

American paople, but as 1t does not as-

sume the tangible form of money and pro-

visions, it does them little good. I have

spoken to some of the men, and ftind them

earneat in the belief that their periodical

demonstrations on Canada advance the
cause of Irish freedon.. The great mis-

take lies in their ignorance of public senti-

ment in Canada,—ignorance which seems

to be shared by a large portion of the

American people.  They fancy if they

could once obtain a foothold ¢h Canadian

s0il at least one-third of our people would

join their cause, They believa the British

army to be with them at heart. and think

that one decisive victory would bring the

majorisy of the regulars over to their side.

When such absurd ideas are entertained

by intelligent Americans, it cannot be

wondered at that the Fenians should think

80 too,

The general impression here is, that this

raid will be the last, and that the Fenians

will wait for a war between Britain and

the United States before striking another

blow for [rish freedom. L
