Three Boundary Commisisons Now 
Negotiating.

New York, Dec. 10—Hon. Wm. 
Pugsley, minister of public works of 
Ottawa, Canada, was in the city a 
few hours yesterday before leaving 
for Washington, where he has import­
ant matters to present to the govern­
ment.

“Of course I cannot reveal the ex­
act nature of my mission to Washing­
ton,” he said, “hut I am deeply in­
terested in the mutual interest of our 
two countries and can say that the 
boundary questions will, be settled 
amicably and with entire satisfaction 
to both Canadians' and' Americana. 
There are three boundary commis­
sions. “The first is.the 8t. John’s riv­
er commission looking into the ques­
tions at issue regarding the boundary 
between New Brunswick and Maine 
and considering a plan of storage res­
ervoirs to conserve the head waters of 
the 8b. John’s river, with a view to im- 
proving navigation in dry seasons.

“Then there is the international 
waterways commisison dealing with 
the question of the boundary Waters 
and the boundary line through the 
Great Lakes.

“Lastly there is a commission con­
cerning the regulation of the fisheries 
of the boundary waters, including the 
lakes and rivers along our frontiers.

“There is no doubt in my mind that 
these boundary problems, in many 
cases somewhat intricate, wil toe 
solved most satisfactorily. Every­
thing is tending towards a unity of in­
terest between the two eonnfriee.” '

THE SITUATION UNCHANGED.

Railway Officials Admit, However, 
Grave Danger of Strike.

New York, N.Y., Dec. 9.—There 
was no definite change today in the 
acute railroad situation caused by 
the demand of the trainmen for high­
er wages. Railroad officials admitt­
ed that there was grave danger of .a 
strike, which might involve enginers, 
conductors and other railway em­
ployees, but thought that the men 
would not actually go out at the "be­
ginning of the winter.

According to President Brown, of 
the New Central, and other railroad 
heads, no formal demands have yet 
been made by the employees.

Mr. Brown said that increased 
running expenses prohibited the 
railroads from granting a general 
wage increase. It was pointed out 
that wages had been increased just 
prior to the panic of 1907, and al­
though the railroads had suffered 
heavily, there had been no subse­
quent cut.

President Thomas, of the Lehigh 
Valley Railroad, said today; “The 
employees and the public must re­
member that the funds of the rail­
roads are not wholly exhauatlese. 1 
hope the men will not be so foolish' 
as to strike and make a gloomy 
winter for themselves as well as the 
general public. Personally, 1 can 
see no reason for a strike.”
