C.L.B. Cadets
Anniversary Setrvice.

CLE.C. PARADE AT ST. THOMAS'S.

The Church Parade held yesterday
by, the Church Lads Brigade Cadets in
commemoratlon of their Thirtieth An-
@iversary was the largest in the his-+
2ory of the organization in Newfound-
Sand. Well over 400 of all ranks. in-
cluding Old Comrades and Girl Guides,
formed up at the Armoury at 2.15 p.m.
The Old Comrades, numbering over

130 in all, were under the command of
Lieut. Colonel W. F. Rendell of the
Militia Department. Many of them
were in khaki, reminiscent of more
stirring days not so long past. The
Girls Guides were commanded by Miss
A. M. Richards, B.A. Principal of Bis-
hop Spencer College, and looked ex-
ceptionally smart in their neat blue
uniforms with white gloves and multi-
coloured shoulder knots. The Battalion
Band under Capt, A. Morris was out
4n full strength and the rejuvenated
Bugle Band made a welcome addition
to the parade, under C.S.M. Hennebury.
A. and F. Companies had their full
compliment on parade as did also the
College Company. There are a large
number of recruits at Headquarters
and at Bishop Feild College, but none
of these were oa parade. At 2.30 p.m.
Lient Colonel Goodridge and the Ad-
ju Major R. H. Tait, M.C,. inspect-
ed Te Parade after ‘'which, headed by
the Band, the Battalion left the Arm-
oury and proceeded by way of Harvey,
Military, Rennje’s Mill, Circular and
King’s Bridge Roads to .St. Thomas'’s
Church. A large concourse of citizens
lined the route and expressed their
pdmiration of the splendid appearance
presented by the Parade.

A SPLENDID SERMON.

The special C.L.B. form of service
was used, but before commencing, the
Rector, Rev. Et C. Earp, offered a wel-
come to the Brigade. The rector took
28 2 text for his sermon the words,
“Daniel purposed in his heart that he
would not defile himself.” Before be-

ginning his addrees, however, he ask-

ed the congregation to stand in sil-
ence for one minute as a tribute to the
members of the Brigade who had pass-
ed away since its foundation and as a
thankful rememberance to those who
went overseas and did not return. At
the command “shun,” thle congrega-
tion, sprang to its feet and stood at at-
tention for the one minute, the silence
being most impressive. Rev. Mr. Earp
then proceeded with his address. He
said that this was a great day, for it
commemorated thirty years of work
and progress of the C.L.B. in the Do-
minion of Newfoundland. It was a day
when all hearts should be filled with
gratitude to Almighty God for the
benefits with which they had been
blessed. He referred to the origin of
the «C.L.B. in a little English Parish
and its foundation in Newfoundland
a few months later. The C.L.B. in this
country had made & mighty advance
from the time they had met in a pri-
vate house to that when they occupied
such a splendid headquarters as the
present Armoury. It was fitting to-day
to commemorate the faithfulness and
self-sacrificing work of all who help-
ed in the organization and progress of
the Brigade. “It was no small thing,”
said the preacher, “to have inspired
the Royal Newfoundland Regiment and
to have prcSvided its first headquarters.
The C.L.B. had been responsible for
some mighty achievements in its
thirty years of existence but none
could be compared with that of giving
so many old C.L.B. boys to the service
of the country and the Empire.” Mr.
Earp paid a glowing tribute to those
gallant members of ‘the Brigade who
helped to fdrm the nucleus of the Roy-
al Newfoundland Regiment. “Let it
never be written,” he said, “that they
lost so many, but let it rather be said
that we gave them: The justification of
the organizatiom of the Brigade had
its culminating point in the Supreme
Sacrifice of those who mnever return-
ed.” Speaking as an old Brigade of-
ficer, the preacher said that however
fine a display the Battalion made on
Parade, the real crux of the situation
lay im the quiet times of life when one
thought that one was,unobserved. He
applied the three letters symbolical of
the Church Lads Brigade, C.L.B.. to
the three main characteristies of Dan-
iel whose story he told.

At the conclugion of the service the
Parade formed up on the Mall and pro-
ceeded directly to the Armoury where
having formed up in a square, they
were addressed by Lieut. Colonel Good-
ridge. The C.0. first expressed his
pleasure at the size of the Parade and
offered his congratulations to the in-
dividual companies. The Old Comrades
had done very well and it was indeed
good to see how close an interest they
took in the Brigade, as was manifested
by the lar®e attendance. It was also
pleasing to see both A. and F. Com-
panies with such a big turn out. Never
before have the lads paraded in such
numbers, or had taken so much inter-
est in their work as they had during
the last few months. The College Com-
pany had also turned out in goodly
numbers. The Girl Guides also came in
for their meed of praise from Lieut.
Colonel Goodridge who congratulated
them on their smart appearance and
told their commanding officer, Miss
Richards, that she and her command
would always be welcomed at C.L.B.C.
parades. The object of Brigade Week
was, sajd Colonel Goodridge. the rais-
ing of funds to pay for the heating of
the Armoury and the idea had had its
birth *in ‘the brain of the Paymaster,
Lieutenant Lewis. In concluding, the
Colonel said that the presence of the'!
