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Calgary needs a man to take charge of the
municipal affairs of the city and place everything
in running order. Calgary must have such a man,
or suffer serious loss. That man must act as mayor
of the city. There is no man in sight at the pres-
ent time tO fill such a position.

Calgary has a good system of municipal admin-

gstration. But ‘systems are useless without men to °

minister them. We have all that-is good in the

‘yp-to-date commission form of government. We
pave eliminated, we believe, all that is bad in that
system of government. All that is needed is the
man with some capacity for organization, some
pack bone and uprightness.

It is difficult to_get good officials in a new city
jike Calgary. There are very few men with ex-
perience and no person with sufficient leisure to
make the sacrifice. In older cities aldermen remain
i office for years and years. In Calgary the aver-
age service of an alderman is less than two years.

The result is that Calgary usually has inexper-
ienced aldermen and frequently inefficient alder-
men. But under the present organization, the city
could get along very well, if it had a mayor of more
than ordinary ability, with some skill in organiza-
tion, who would devote one year, or more if nec-
essary, to the arduous task of getting the city
properly organized and getting things going right.

Evidence brought out at the recent investiga-
tion showed how unbusinesslike the conditions ex-
isting really were. There has been no graft or dis-
honesty, but affairs are such that graft and dis-
honesty are bound to creep in.

Calgary must have a good man for mayor. The
citizens must decide upon some citizea who can do
the work and then insist upon him accepting the
position. This is the most serious matter for the
city of Calgary today. Calgary must get a good
man for the position of mayor.

SMALL TOWNS AND THE SINGLE TAX

Some of the small towns are complaining about
the working of the-tax”system ‘of the provihce;

THE GENERAL HOSPITAL

In the discussion of the relations between the
General Hospital and the city, many things have
been said which are not exactly true, and condi-
tions have not been presented to the people just
as they are.

There is a general impression that the city has
been supporting the General Hospital, helping it
along, bonusing it in season and out of season,
receiving nothing in return, having no say in the
management of the hospital and getting no secur-
ity for its money. That is very far from the facts.
Any examination of the history of the hospital and
its relations with the city will show that -the hos-
pital has given the city very much more than it
ever received from the city.

The Calgary General Hospita! Board was
organized, if we 4are not mistaken, in 1887, or
thereabouts and started in building in the early
nineties. Work was started then upon a build-
ing at the present site when it was found that the
institution could not be bonused by the city be-
cause the site was outside of the city limits. The
board then built upon the old site, south of the

pended, of which the city contributed $10,000.
That should not entitle:the city to anything like
possession.

When the hospital moved to its new site it
secured $165,000 from the city, but in return hand-
ed over its property across the track, which is
worth at least $200,000. The city got rather the
better of that bargain. So it will be seen that the
city has done nothing which gives it any legal or
moral right to take possession of the hospital.

During all of these years the city has been giv-
ing anhual grants for the maintenance of the in-
stitution. But the hospital has: been spending
from three to five times the amount of the annual
grants in work for free patients, the expense of
whom the city should be called upon to meet.

The hospital is not greatly in debt, as has
been stated in one of the evening papers. If the
provincial government and the city would pay up
the proposed grants, the hospital would not be in
debt at all. The hospital property is worth about
$300,000.

The city has no claim upon 'the hospital. The
hospital board could go out and get from private
subscriptions  sufficient money for their present

could fill its rooms with pay patients, make money
by doing so, decline to take poor patients and put’
the city to great expense. The board would not
think of adopting such a policy, because ‘it is a
philanthropic institution. '
that the people who talk arbitrarily about the city
going-in to take possession of the hospital do not
know what they are talking“about, . -

It is perhaps as well that tﬁ: city should not
take over the hospital just at presént. The city
administration has quite enough to -do without
anything additional at the présent moment.  If
the city should take such a course, the hospital
wotld lose much. The hospital board is composed
of very able and devoted business men, who man
for man, measure up pretty well as far as ability
goes, with the members of the council. If the
city should take over the hospital, it would lose
the excellent and devoted efforts of the women of
the Ladies’ Aid, who have done much to keep the
