His early struggles to obtain knowledge 
in a new country where educational facili­
ties were few and books scarce were pre-

which has marked his whole life. In 1847 
he traveled on foot 120 miles to attend the 
Normal School in Toronto; afterwards he 
taught school for a few years, and finally 
entered the ministry of the then Wesleyan 
Methodist Church, and has "traveled" the 
following circuits: St. Thomas, Port Hope, 
Thorold, Dundas, St. Andrew’s, Odelltown, 
Montreal (West), St. John’s, Collingwood, 
Toronto (Elm Street) and Ingersoll.

In 1873 he was elected, in conjunction 
with Rev. Dr. Nelles, to arrange with the 
parent conference in England terms of 
settlement arising from the union of the 
Wesleyan Methodist, New Connexion and 
churches of the Eastern British America 
Conference. In 1881 he was a member of 
the great Ecumenical Methodist Confer- 
ence in London. He advocated a new 
hymn book and took a leading part in com- 
piling and editing the same, his poetical 
taste being of especial value. He has 
always been an ardent prohibitionist, 
and in 1880 was elected president of 
the Ontario branch of the Dominion 
Alliance. In 1889 he was chosen president 
of the Canadian Press Association. He 
strongly advocated Methodist Union in the 
Guardian, and though dissenting from some 
provisions in the basis has heartily and 
loyally labored to make the union a sue- 
cess.
