Ryan, and 200 of 
Cornwall Light Infaritry, the whole 
commanded by Col. Pilcher, left Bel­
mont yesterday at noon on a march 
westward, covering 20 miles before 
sunset. The force encamped at Cook’s 
farm, where the troops were .welcomed 
enthusiastically. At six o’clock this 
morning the force approached a spot 
where a laager of the Boers was re­
ported.

Meanwhile Col. Pilcher, «with the 
Queenslanders, taking advantage of 
every cover, made a direct attack, thq 
Australians moving slowly, but surely, 
and only shooting when they saw the 
enemy retiring under their steady fire. 
THE AUSTRALIANS WERE COOL.

The Queenslanders behaved with 
great coolness, laughing and chaffing 
even at the moment ot greatest peril. 
During the advance the Boer fire sud­
denly ceased. Thirty-five Boers hoist­
ed a white flag and surrendered. A por­
tion of the Torontos moved across the 
front of the guns and entered the laa­
ger.
