lic Church know, that they are wholly
incorrect, and it is a faet that a priest of
his own church has challenged Arch- |
bishop Corrigan to public debate on this
very subject, in the United States. Such
a statement of the socialist position as
is published in your issue of the 6th inst.
stamps its author as very ill informed,
or otherwise too deeply prejudiced against
“innovating doctrines’” to be a fair and
just critic, and if any local opponent of
the Socialist Labor Party feels equal to
the task of supporting the position credit-
ed to Archbishop Corrigan, I will bo glad
to meet him in public or private debate,
and endeavor to instruct him on a
politico-economic programme much more
in aceord with Christian morals than is
the stupid, blundering and immoral pol-
icy of capitalism, which latter is destin-
ed to become as thoroughly a “past pol-
icy” as feudalism is today.

It is a great pity that so many other-
wise able men, who find themselves un-
able to intelligently defend existing
methods and conditions against the in-
roads of socialism, should lower their
dignity by an appeal to popular ignorance i
and orthodox prejudice; abusing the con-
fidence placed in them by trusting follow-
ers by what sometimes appears to be a
willful misrepresentation of truth newly
discovered and not yet appropriated. The
modern propaganda of socialism is as
much a demonstration of the *‘spirit of
God moving upon the waters” as great
political movements for civil and religi-
ous emancipation have been in past
periods of human activity. The end is
not yet, and the truth has yet to set us
free. 1 am prepared to defend the asser-
tion that the socialist propaganda is an
important part of that emancipating
truth, wgich no Christian man need dread
to see increasing its adherents.
