A great many people were shocked and

heard through the CoLONIST of the death of
Mr. Roderick Finlayson, a well known resi-
dent of this City. . Though an eld man, his
appearance of sturdy health seenied to war-
| rant a long lease of life, and more especially
was the news very sudden, as on Wednesday
he had been seen in town looking as well as
ever. - ; -

Mt. Finlayson, after dinner Wednesday
| night, spent some hours in his dining room
with his wife and family, and just before
his hourof retiring, complained of a pain
about the region of the heart. walked
slowly to his room, and sitting down in an
arm chair, died almost immediately. He\
was found lying back in the chair in a
natural position, & few moments afterwards,-
cold and still.  Dr. J. D. Helmcken, who
was immediately sent for, arrived ih a very
few minutes, but was powerless to render
assistance.

Mr. Finlayson was born at Lickalsh,
Rosshire, Scotland, on the 16th ‘of March,
1818, snd came from his Highland honi¢ to
America when sixteen years of age, The
trip across was, in those days, an eventful
one’ aud the young lad had a_rough time
in the emigrant ship that took him to New
York. A short time after arriving there,
e had the good fortune, through the influ-
ence of a relative doing business in New
York, to be offered’ a position with the
Hudson’s Bay Company, at that time the
principal trading power ‘of the continent.
He first worked in the Montreal office,
but was soon afterwards transferced to the
settlement where Ottawa now stands. In
1839, he, in company with ‘several of the
servants of the company, made a hazardous
journey - right . across the . continent
to Fort Vancouver, -on the Columbia
river, which was, at that time, the bead
office of the Company on the Pacific
Coast. ~In 1840 the old Beaver, the very
ropes of which are now prized as precious
relics, took him, in company with Sir James
Douglas, to Sitka. Their object was to take
forflul possession of the strip of the Alaska
shore line, leased to the Company by the
Russian  Government. Mr. Finlayson
stayed on the old Tako River fort when tRe
steamer returned, under trader Keémnedy.
In the summer of 1841 he was promoted to
the position of chief of the Stickeen post.
He remained there for six months, and then
went teuding to Fort Simpson, where he
stayed until the spring of 1843. Sir James
Douglas then met him again" and took him
‘with him to assist in the establishment of
the new station at Camosun, which post
subsequently grew into the port of Victoria.
Sir James bad‘started in March, 1843,
with ’an  expedition from Fort *Van-
couver, to _select a location  for
the new establishment which was to sueceed
[Fort Vancouver as the headquavters of the

Victeria Harbor, sét & numberiof men to
work ‘at: building a fort and then sailed
north on the Beéaver. When he came back
Mr, Finlayson agcompanied him. " That was
on June 1st, and  three months later Fort
Camosun was ready for occupation. Charles

"L {Ross, who bad been in charge of Fort Mc-

Luughlin, in the north, was placed in com-
mand of tho new post, with Mr Finlayson
88 second.’ In the spring’of: 1844 Mr."
‘died, und Mr : Finlayson became chief of the
post by orden'of Mr. Douglas. .
Life' in Fort Camosun was not withont
adventure. Horses -and cattle’ had. been
sent here from some of the posts in the
' Sound country, chiefly for use in clearing
and tilling the land.’ The Indians did not
hesitate to look on the oxen as fair game,
and it is related that a band of Cowichans,
whose chief'bore the euphonious name'of
Tsodghilam, on one ocomion,approgriabed
& number of animals for food. - Mr. Finlay-
son ‘demianded that the offending Indians be
 given up or payment be made f r the cattle.
Tgoughilam returned’ a haughty negative,
and finally hostilities followed . & rupture of
diplomatie relations. . The Indians fired sev-
eral volleys at the fert, but they weakened
when they saw some of their lodges shat-
tered by a round of grape from the fort can-
non, the Indian' women and children having
been first warned to leave the camp for,a
safer place. - Furs were then broug‘m
by the savages:to pay for the slaughtered
cattle. Snch werethe early days of Fort
Camosnn, whose name in 1845 was changed
first to Albert and then Victoria. . The frt,
was a square of 150 yards, surrounded with
cedat’ pickets 18 feet 'high, 'with 'bast??‘x::
t the north-east and south-west ang
in ¢ach of these bastions was a battery | of
six.pounder, -guus, -~ Inside the palisade
were eight log buildings, most of them ubed
for the storage of the veried assortmeént! of
oods, which the ¢ompany bartered to the
o iians for furs, Outside the fort there
was a large farnp, on which wheat, potatoes,
etc., were raised for the food of the ‘ attaches
“One of Mr. Finlayson’s diaries says that
in 1852 the town of Victoria waslaid out in
streets; then bounded on the west by ‘the
harbor; on the east by the present Govern-
ment street, on the south by the old fort,
and on the north by tho preseut Johnson
street. -Outside of these boundaries were
the fields which. were under cpltivation.”
From that beginoing Mr. Finlayson has
seen the place  grow info 'the present at-
tractive city of Victoria.

M. Finlayson remained in the service of
the Hudson’s Bay compapy for many years
after this, occupying mwny different. posi-
tions, at lepgth, by his pluck and industry;
being appointed to the office of ~treasurer,
It 'was then that he was entrusted with the
care of a great deal of * treasurey and, in the
troublous times of  the. gold excitement, it
needed a clear head to ‘keep things safe and
secure.  When Sir James Douglas retired
from: the ‘service -of- the ‘comipany, their
sffairs on this ' side of “the continent were
entrusted to a Board of Management, con-
sisting,'oi DnFald MeTavish in  charge, Mr.
Finlayson holding the position of factor.

.The  deceased was oné of the largest
holders of real estate in the. city, and was
one of Victoria’s' wealthiest ~men. ' He
leaves a widow.and: a family of *four sons
and five daugliters. In the year 1878 he
was elected mayor of Victoria, and ever
since that time has taken  great interest in
civic affatrs, . i

THE SAN PEDRO AFFAIR,

o ¥
The Commission Declares thst the
Pilots’ Deelaration was Re-
ceived too Late.

The Deelaration Published in Full—A&
Very €learly Worded Docn~
. ment.

The following is the decieion of the court
composed of Captain’s Lewis and Gaudin
and Mr, Rebt. Ward, sitting to enquire into
the San Pedro disaster: :

We have the honor to submit for the in-
formation of the Hor. the ‘Minister of
Marine the following report on the evidence
given before the eommission of enqui.y en-
trusted to us to investigate into the cause
of the siranding of the steamer San Pedro,
of San Francisco, . 8. A., on Brotchie
ledge, off Victoria harbor, Vancouver island,
B C., on' the 22d Nevember, 1891.

After carefully considering the evidence
of the captain, mate and pilot of the vessel,
we atiribute the loss of the steamer San
Pedro to the gross negleet of the pilotin net
taking proper bearings by Fisguard island
g‘ight and keeping the ship oo ' that course,

sguard light being distinctly seen at the
time; and in not verifying his position by
taking bearings of the same, after goin:
dead slow off Clover ,Point, by which he
could easily have observed whether the tide
was taking line to the nerthward of the
course or not; also in neglecting to take the
bearings of the Beren’s island light.

The pilot’s license having already been
dealt with, and the pildt being suspended

authorities, we do mnot think it is within

the province of this court to over-ride the

decision of the pilot commniissioners.

We also consider that the loss of the

vessel is due to the want of promptitude
on “the part of the pilot and the master,
who were both on the bridge at* the time,
in not stopping and reversing the engines
when the lookout reported seeing some-
thing ahead by striking three bells, when
tho casualty might ‘probably Hhave been
avoided or lessened.
The master, sailing under the flag of the
United States of America, this.court has no:
power to deal with his certificate.
We consider that the steamer San Pedro
was stranded during a deviation of her voy-
age from Baynes Sound to San Franciszo in
¢oming to Victoria to land her pilot, al-
though with proper care by the person in
charge, and existing aids to navigation, we
do not consider the . entrance to Victoria
harbor ;dangerous. 'We cannot but'depre-
cate a system of pilotage that compels ves-
sels to deviate from their course to take up:
or teo land a pilot, and for the
benefit of commerce, if the local &u-
thorities cannot agree upon the adop-
tion of some system better suited to the
mercantile wants  of - the Province, we
would most respectfully suggest to the
Hon. the Minister of Marine to in-
augurate a scheme or system of. pilot-
age whereby a .pilot boat suitable to
live in any weather be constantly kept on
her station in Fuca Straits, and have a sta-
tion established, where vessels could - take
up and discharge a piloh, and sail or steam
to their destination in any part of the
vince, without having to anchor in
ydl Roads: for a pilot or tug, and thereby |
avoiding loss of time or the incurring of any
unnecessary expense. S
After the decision had, been read, Capt.
Hewitt said he bad lived in the hope that
the coart would have exonerated him from
all blame in the matter; he was npot in
charge of the ship when she struck, and had
placed the greatest confidence in the pilot,
not thinking it right to interfere with that
officer.. Had he (Capt. Hewitt) been in
oolol'ehuge,' he would have acted differ-
ently.

Capt. Hewitt stated, that as Pilot Chris-
n bad made an affidavit exonerating
from all blame, he thought that he

ould have received the same assurance:

‘Capt. Gaudin said the document in'ques-

tion never appeared before the court.

It was very unfortunate it had not, but the

court could only proceed upon the evidence

before it. ;

Mr. Ward thought that Capt. Hewitt

had been as favorably treated as the evi-

dence would allow. = The court must decide
by the evidence given.

Capt. Hewitt pointed out that several

discrepancies existed in the evidence given

by Pilot Christenden, and there was no
doubt the latter had in his exeitement  for-
gotten many important things.

This opinion was coincided in by the

court, but the fa¢t of the evidence as given

Was again mentioned.

Capt. Hewitt stated that he had done his

best to extricate his vessel from her position

when she struck, and was sure that, every-
thing possible had been done to save her. It
was not a minute after the lookout re-
ported something ahead before she struck.

Splendid S‘ucess of the Eliza Edwards—The
Winter Haunts of the Fish Definitely
Determined.

The; Eliza. Edwards left Vancouver on
Japuary 8th, on her second voyage to the
halibut gro¥hds, She was three days going
up, and, aftér spending about a day getting

ready. began fishing on the fifth with good

success. The vessel had cnly eight men
aboard and two small boats, but fish were
eaught from the moment the line was put
out, In four hours of each day as many
halibut were eanght us the men could put
away for the rest of the time. In fact, one
day they caught so many that it took all
the next to take care of them, In all, the
vessel was seven days at the fishing grounds,
andi in that time caught all the supply of
ice they took with them would cure—fully
30,000 1bs. in all. Some of the fish were
very fine specimens, one of them measuring
6 feet 4 inchesin length and weighing about
200bs. This is by all means the largest
and finest eargo of Halibut ever Lrought
into Vancouver.

When about 100 miles on this side of

Richer Than Leadville or Aspen—Deep Ledges
.. —High Assays.

According te the Nelson Miner, James
Hayes, A. R. Case and Rasmus Malde ar-
rived at Nelson, on Sunday night, from
Slocan district. They report having had a
bard trip, the snow being deep, and the
weather very ‘cold. However, they man-
aged to make 16 locations in a locality near
the Noble Five, but on the west side of
Carpenter creek. Mr. Hayes has had sev-
eral.years experience in mines in Celorado,
and is of the opinion that Slocan district
will turn out to be one of the richest silver-
lead camps in America—richer even than
Leadville or Aspen, in Colorado. He says
the formation is of a character that surely
indicates that the mineral will be found
continuous with it, whether it goes to a
depth of 10 or 10,060 feet. He says there is
no sign 'of ferystalization. © The party
were less than four days in coming from the
locality of the claims staked to Nelson,
making the distance from the porth end of
the Slocan river trail to the railway in one
day. On Thursday, E. A. Bielenberg and
G. D. Cleveland also came in from Slocan
lake They made 15 locations on the moun-
tain and a8 many more on the lake shore
south of the mouth of Carpenter creek.
