Severe Fighting Between Black Flags

Loxnpox, Jaly 16.—Captain Whitechurch
has been awarded the Vietoria oross for
bravery during the siege of the Chitral fort
when 1t was  attacked by a large body of
Umra Khan’s troops. Captain Baird, of the
British troops,was wounded and lost to view
when Captain Whiteghurch reappeared, car-
rying the-wounded man on his bac
fort, beil;g obligad to drop the wonnded man
several times in order to lead bayonet
charges against the stone walls, from behind
which the enemy kept up a galling fire upon
the British. When Captain Baird died on
the following morning he strongly urged Dr.
Robertson, the British poiitical agent,
to record the bravery displayed by
Captain  Whitechurch. = Colonel Kelly,
who relieved the Chitral garrison after
accomplishing & brilliant military achieve-
ment in leading a flying column from Gilgit
to Chitral, passing over the snow covered
Shander Pass some twelve thousand to
fourteen thousand feet over the level of the
sea in bitterly cold weather, has been made
Companion of the Bath, and has been ap
pointed aide-de-camp to the Queen with the
rank of brevet oolonel. The other officers
who distinguished themselves during the
Chitral campaign have received the dis-
tinguished service order and have been pro-
moted.

With little of the veneer of civiliza-
tion, with little distinetion or refinement, he
concealed baneath a rough exterior a natural
tenderness and delicacy of feeling -which
only those who knew him intimately oounld
appreciate. There wae no humbug or affec-
tation about him., He was & msn and a

greabman. W hatever his defects may. have
been there was never any doubt of his
patriotism and devotion to his country,”

Gen. Campos has arrived at Rayemo from
Marzinillo, He has'concentrated the troops
in that district and is continuing operations
againet the insurgents. 'Col. 'NSantoolides,
the Spianilh commander who has taken such
an active part iu the operations sgainst the
insurgents in Santi m Cuba, has been
killed in & skirmish between Bayamo and
Manzanillo.

PERMANENT PEACE.

New Yoms, July 17.—Shinichiro Kurino,
Japanese minister to the U. 8., says : “The
war has lefb Japan in first rate shape. I
bhink that peace is permanently assured.
China manifests a determination to stand
by her agreement and this has done much to
win her favor in Japan. ‘You hear & great
deal of talk about Russia’s attitude and the
probability of a clash between Japan and
Raussia over boundary settlements, That is
vearly all talk. Rassia is friendly to Japan,
If she wete not the treaty of three weeks
ago would iot have been completed. It is
said that Japan allowed Russia to impose
upon her in the settlements after the
war. Thatis wrong. Japan is nob afraid
of Russia, but she is comsistent. Russia
asked certain things and they were granted.
Russia to-day is as friendly o Japan as the
United States is, andso no war 18 in sight.”
