A PULLMAN CAR BURNED,
The new I. C. B. pullmen oar, Miramichi, 

was almost completely deetroyed by fire on 
the nothern division about "11 o’clock on 
Saturday night, and the passengers had con- 
siderable difficulty in escaping from it. The 
car, which is run between Quebec end Hali­
fax by Conductor Bond, was attached to the 
Quebec express coming towards Moncton. 
There were in the cas ten passengers, nine of 
whom were gentleman. When the train wae 
between Bartibogue and Beaver Brook, the 
rear end of the pullmao was diecovered to be 
ok fire. The passengers were naturally greatly 
alarmed, and without waiting to collect their 
luggage, hurried towards Che forward end of 
the carriage. Every effort wae made to put 
the tire out but without avail, until the train 
was stopped and shunted on the aide track at 
Beaver Brook. The fire ie suppose to have 
originated from the furnaee. The passengers 
or almost every one of them lost some part of 
their clothing. One or two gentlemen met 
with very heavy losses, Lee Ross and Mrs. 
Rose of Montreal, were perhaps the heaviest 
loeere. They rushed out of the car with little 
or no clothing, but a passenger broke one of 
the car windows and rescued some of Mrs. 
Ross’ apparel. Mr. Ross had in a pocket 
book and in his pockets $250 in money, some 
$2,000 in checks, several notes, two diamond 
rings and a gold watch, none of which was 
saved. Ooe man lost a valuable gold watch, 
another who had not entered hie berth lost 
an umbrella and boots. The car, which was 
a very handsome one, was completely des­
troyed with the exception of the truck end 
eome of the iron work, etc., and the latter ie 
unfit for use again.
