Whatever may be the opinion of oppos.
_ing parties as to the merits or demerits of
the Ontario government, on one poing
everybody seems agreed, namely, that the
movement that they have insngurated
with respect to forestry is likely to be a
valuable one, = Mr, Phipps, to whoso care
this branch has been committed, has just
fssued his report for this year, which is,
like the last, intended for gratuitous oir-
culation among the farming community.

‘fndeed fs the only one possible of success
in communities like our own, where &
large nnmbea of proprietors, owning in fee
simple . respective properties, are the
enes it is sought to influence, The work
gives, in the small compasy of 120 pages,
(to which, by sthe way, it was well to limit
it, a8 a small book will be read when &
Iarger will not) hundreds of instances from
Ontarlo farmers  proving the absolute
necessity, if we wish our farms to continue
fertile, of preserving or r.?lutlng some
forest near them, It gives also lettery
from the wood-working factories of the
province, such as furniture makers, car
builders, agricultural- implement men, and
many others, giving the values and uses of
various woods grown here, advising thag
they are becoming soarce, and suggesting
remedies, There are also fall instructions
srom. leading specialists in the tree plant
ing business, treating exhaustively of soils,
methods of growing, care of plantations,
ete. There is undoubtedly much valuable
information; but that is not the chief merit
of the work, This is found in the
style ' of its writing, which is emi-
nently calculated to induce the' reader,
the perusal once began, to read to the end,
while the arguments advanced, and facts
stated in their support are such as, if he be
a farmer, to inflnence him strongly in the

direction of practical application,

The report is equally captivating with
Mr.. Phipps’ last year’s report on forestry
gor charm of styie and illustration, while it
has still greater interest to dwellers in.
this province, as its subject matter consists
chiefly of the trees and forests of Ontario.
The duty so seldom performed by govern-
ments in Canada of choosing competent
talent for literary work has been in this in-
gtance well fulfilled by Mr. Mowat, who
has chosen & thoroughly competent writer
to treat of Ontario forestry.

And here, let us poifit out, is the great
merit of the work. Itis not as if the mass
of farmers were interested in tree-planting.
In that case, a work written by anybody
in any style, so that it contains valuable
facts on the subject, would be read by
them, This iz not the case, Our farmers,
as a body, have been greatly injuring the
country by over-clearing. But few are
planting. The object in issuing a forestry
report is to write a book which farmers,
interested in tree planting or ngt, will read
if it be placed in their hands, yo that the
widely spread, but mistaken o inion that
fi is well to cut down as m forest as
possible may be refuted, and farmers be |
given Yo understand that if they do not
leave & certain proportion of forest then
farms 'will, as they have in all countries
where the fatal experiment became barren,
T his book will be read, wherever it goes,
for its own sake, and those who read will
_be convinced, “

A Nova Scotia *‘ Bugabeo.”

How to Ald the Canadian Paetific.

Suppose it should turn out true that
more money is wanted to finish the Can-
adian Pacific rallway; or, rather,to equip it
and ran it for & time after it has been
finished. suppose, further, that the
money magnates of London, being hostile
o this national enterprise of ours, refuse
o accept the company’s bonds, what then
is to be dove 1

We ventare to make this eaggestion,
Let the government issue dominion notes
or greenbacks to the amount of say ten
million dollars, bearing no interest, and
receivable for all debts, dues and demands
i Canada, The dominion notes now In
the hands of the public being all ones and
twos, let the new issue consist of fives,
tens and twenties, Let these dominion
greenbacks be lent to the company at what
would be a fair rate of interest for Canada,
all things considered. That would be bet-
ter for the company than selling their
bonds in London or Amsterdam or New
York, at & lacge shave off face value, Fof
railway bonds are ‘ shaved” sometimes,
and that most unmercifully. If we are not
at fanlt in our recollection, the Grand
Trunk once sold-its bonds to the amount of
ten million dollars for two _millions cash, .
or only one-fifth { The dominion can afford
to be more liberal to the C, P. R, than the
London money sharks were to the Grand
Trunk on that occasion.

For this advance a lien could be taken
that would really be first class security. It
should cover not only all the presént roll-
ing stock, but also the whole of the new
rolling stock, for the pufchase of which
much of it would be used. And, by the
way, paying for new cars and locomotives
with Canadian mioney would “insure their
being all built in Canada, a most impor-
tant consideration, in view of the fact that
our own employers and our own workmen
want all the work they can get, The se.
curity would be from the start, and
it would be growilig better every year,

But would not this additional issue of
gevernment notes disturb values and disar-
range matters generally: and would not the
notes themselves be at a discount soon, as
American greenbacks were during the war?
We reply that no issue of ten millions, or
yet of twenty millions, would suffice to do
anything of the sort.  ‘Lhe national green-
backs did depreciate in the United States,
but that was during the panic and
terror incident to a gigantic wary
and after thousands of millions had
been issued. Ten  millions more
would be less than one-third added to the
present bank mole circulation alone; ors
counting also the dominion ones and twos
now afloat, it might perhaps be one-fourth
added to the whole present circulation of
bank and dominion potes fogether. An
addition of one-fourth or one-third only to
the country’s note circalation could not
have any very terrible disturbing effect,
we should say,

It would not have any such effect, even
were the dominion constituted as it was
before the Northwest came in—that is, of
the older provinces only. But observe
that it is not a stationary country, but a
rapidly growingicountry, that is to be pro-
vided for. It is quite as reasonable to say
that the Northwest territories and the
Lnke’ Superior region require for their de-
velopment ten millions more of note circu-
intion, as to say thata youth of twenty-one
yeara requires more cloth to make him a
suit then he did when he was a boy of four-
teen. Briefly and plainly—thegrowth of the
country is the justification of the jaddi-
tional note issue suggested—the solid.
ground upon which the case for it must
rest,

The national money issued by onr neigh.
bors was all spent in the waste of war;
it all went upin fire and smoke, as we
may say, But our proposed very moder-
ate issue wounld be spent in perfecting a
great national work — a work for the
furtherance of peaceful trade and traffic,
the benefits of whiech will go down to
future generations, The money advanced
would go to swell the magnitude and useful-
ness of a permanent material guarantee
for the countty’s good, ¢

These ought to be snfficient reasons for
taking a bold step towards rendering this
dominion as independent and self-sustain-
ing as possible in her railway enterprises,
But if for no other reason, it'ought to be wel-
comed as an important advance towards
what every patriotic Canadian should wish
to see achieved—the establishment of a
pational currency for Canada, Opportun-
ity and occasion suit well just now; let the
powers that be strike the iron while it
is hot. > ;

in his own country.

Editor.World : 1 notice that thoss en-
gaged in the liquor business seem now to
regard prohibition as a foregone conclusion,
and are now concentrating their energies

with a view to being compensated for losses
suatained when such a measure shall come
in force, It is to be hoped that they will
soon set forth in an orderly and system-
atic way the groundson which they claim
to receive compensation, so that the people
of the country may have an opportunity ot
studying the matter fully and fairly., If
the liquor dealers are_ justly entitled to
compensation, by all means let them have it.
That they are is by no means apparent to a
large number of the electors,
manyy think that they have already re-
caiveﬁ)u the returns they are entitled to
from their business,”and the country has
already p#id them in full, However this
may be, it would be well to discuss the
matter as calmly and dispassionately as
possible. And I would suggest that
the ligwor men had better not call
the temperance people all fanatios,
for that has & tendency to make them mad,
and to get them into a condition when they
will not weigh carefully arguments,

It is manifest that if compensation be
granted, it will be on certain conditions
and according to certain principles. The
length of time a man has been engaged in
the business, the amount of capital-in-
vested, and the  actnal depreciation id
value of property resulting from the opera-
tion of a prohibitory law, would, among
other matters, be taken into account,

I would suggest that if parliament decide
to give compensation one of the conditions
be, that the person applying for it shall
not have broken the law while engaged in
the business, and that be be required to
establish his innocence before a judge and
jury, If he be a hotelkeeper that he shall
show that he has not violated the provi-
sions of the Crooks act, which require him
to close at a certain hour on Saturday even-
ing, and require him to keep his bar closed
until a certain hour on Monday morning,
and that he kas not sold liquor to minors,
or to Indians, If he could not show that
he had kept the law, it would be presumed
that by selling unlawfully he had compen-
sated himself in advanse-—by anticipation,
30 to speak, and was therefore entitled to
no further consideration by the country.

And a second condition might be, thas if
the person receiving compensation should
continue in the hotel business, and violate
the prohibitory law by selling liquor, he
should be compelled to return all amounte
paid to him as compensation,

1 have no doubt that if a measure” of
compensation were pro‘)oled with the con-
ditions attached it would receive the sup-
