NOW PLOTIING IN LONDON,

Conspiracy to Marder Officials Who Pro-
secuted the Walsxll Dynamiters,

Loxpox, April 14.—It. has been ascer-
¢ tained by the Government’s detectives that
;. the London Anarghists contemplate a series

of attempts upon the lives of persons
involved in the prosecution of the Wal-
sall Anarchists. Their plan is to bring
about the same state o? terror in Len-
don that now exists in Paris, so that most
persons - will fear to associate with or live
near the men instrumental in bringing Anar-
chists to justice. .

The London Anarchists are known to
have long shadowed the judges, detectives
and attorneys active in . securing
the convietion of the Walsall Anar-
chists, and'it has been learned within
the last few days that théy have form-
ally condemned these men to die and are
only awaiting their opportunity to assassi-
nate them. The Government, aware of
these facts, has granted special protection
to the threatened, so that heretofore the
Anarchists have been unable to carry out
their designs.

. After special enquiries, made by
selected  detectives at the risk of
their -lives, thty became convinced
that there existed a ccaspiracy to
chloroform and kidnap celebrated public
meni high government officials and foreign-
ers of wealth visiting England. These men
when chloroformed were to be shipped away
to places of confinement in the Anarchists’
quarters and to be held for ransom.

Bombs in the Holy Water.

Maprip, April 14.—The anarchist Munoz
was again examined to-day, when he gave
very minute details regarding the manufac-
wure of bombs like those found in the
Cortes, which ignite on contact with water.
He admitted that it was his intention to
place siich bombs in,the holy water basins
in various churches. Munoz accompanied
a magistrate and other officials to an open
spot, where experiments were made which
convinced the officials of the truth of the
prisoner’s statements.

Russia Trying to Bar Out Anarchists.

Loxpon, April 14.—The crusade against
Anarchists is extending to Russia, where
fears are entertained that they will seek
refuge by sea. The British Consul at Riga
has warned British shipowners to instruct
their captains t6 be very careful in select-
ing crews, so as to avoid possible detention
of their vessels at that port by having sus-
pected persons on board.

SENSATIONAL CHARGE IN BERLIN.

A Hebrew Firm of Gunmakers Accused
of Defrauding the Government,

BerLIN, April 14.—A great sensation was
eaused in military and political circles to-
day by the appearance in Dresden ofa
pamphlet entitled ““New Revelations
about Jewish ‘Guns.” In the pamphlet
the author, Rector Hermann Ahlwardt of
Berlin,bringsgrave charges against the well-
known Jewish firm of Ludwig, Loewe &
Co., whom he accused of huving defrauded
the German Government and endangered
the national defence by delivering several
bundred thousand rifles of the latest, or No.
88 pattern, iu bad coundition.

he pamphlet asserts that the weapons
are made of inferior materials, provided
with unreliable sight pieces, are liable to
explode in the hands of the men who use
them, and in short contends they are in-
finitely more perilous to the German troops
than they could be to the enemy.

A Prussian lieutenant-colonel of Jewish
extraction and several other persons are
said to be implicated in the alleged frauds.

In the first are those
who gave him mopdy to invest in-Chicago
wheat. ~ All theje are out either large or
small sums, but they take good care to say
nothing. Their 1gsses canonly be guessed at,
but in the total tHey must make a very large
sum. The other ¢lass include the banks (who
advanced money op shares of loan companies,
which shares were transferred to them as
security by means of forged powers of attor-
ney), and the companies whose shares were
thus transferred. These are making a great
deal of row . over the matter, and
they are getting ready to go to the couris with
their disputes at the _earliest possible
moment. The banks who held the shares in
dispute are three in number at least, and
perhaps more, viz., the Standard Bank, the
Quebec Bank and the Bank of Hamilton.
't hese three banks advanced money on shares
transferred to them by bogus powers of at-
torney in the following companies:
Canada Permanent, the Western Canada,
Union L. and 8. Co., the Freehold L. and 8.
Co., the Western Assurance Co., the British
Canadian and the London and Canadian L.
and 8, Co. ‘

The loan companies are setiing up the
claim thas they are not liable to the share-
holders whose shares were thus transferred,
but that the banks who now hold them are
lisble and must return them to the original
owners. The bauks, however, do unot admit
this, especially in cases where certificates
were issued to them as holders of the shares

on the Bank of Montreal for its action in
reﬁnrd to Brown, but it would be just as
well to wait for a while until what the bank
really did in the matter is known. What-
ever action was taken by the bank was
taken by the head officers from Montreal
and not by Mr. Brough, the Toronto man-
ager. They were certainly alert emough to
secure the return of Judge Senkler’s stock,
or rather the equivalent thereof. A nice
question, however, arises in this respect. If
they got back the money for the stock Judge
Senkler can still follow his original shares
and recover them, wherever they may be,
and Brown's creditors could then come upon
the bunk for the money it compelled him to
givo up in the way of restitution. At all
events there promises to be a fine crop of
litigation arising out of the whole adventure,
The First Lawsuit.

The first suit arising out of the departure
of Broker A. G. Brown was commenced at
Osgoode Hall yesterday afternoon, when the
Union Loan and Savings Company issued a
writ against the Standard Bank and Clar-
ence A. Denison. The plaintiffs ask to have
it declared that no property passed to the
defendants in 70 shares of stnck of the Uuion
Loan and Savings Company, transferred by
A. G. Brown under an alleged power of
attorney, and to have a certificate of the
transfer of the stock issued to Clarence A.
Denison, accountant of the Standard Bank,
in trust for the bank, delivered up tothe
laintiff company for cancellation, apnd for
an injunction to restrain the defendants
from dealing with the stock. Chief Justice
Galt granted, exparte, an injunction return-
able on Tuesday next restraining the de-
fendants from so dealing with the stock.

The affidavit. of Manager Maclean, filed on
the uglicatxon’, sot out that Brown came to
the office of the company on AYrﬂ 9 and pre-
sented a power of attorney which purported
to be executed by the executors of the laté
Thomas Henning and had the stock transferr-
ed to himself, The same day it was transferred
by Brown to Accountant Denison in trust
for the bank.

When a knowledge
of the state of affairs reached the loan com-
pany Cashier Brodie of the bank was re-
quested not to deal with the stock for a few
days, but refused to bind the bank to that
