A SURVIVING HEROINE OF 1812,

There is an interesting story conneot-
ﬁi with Cedar Point, Scituate Harbor,
ass. The heroine is Miss Rebecca
Bates, now a bright, genial old lady of
eighty-four, whose memory continues
emarkably clear. The story, taken
rom her own lips, can be depended
upon as being thoroughly reliable. Her
ther was Captain Simeon Bates; he
was light-keeper at the time, and was
the first who lit the light, in April,1811.
In the spring of the following year
gnglish cruisers were numerous in
usetts Bay, and on one occasion
the launches of an English frigate were
sent in to Scituate Harbor. They set
fire to the vessels at the wharves, and
towed qut two,at the same time threat-
ening to destroy the town if any resist-
ance was offered. After this event a
home guard was formed, and detach-
gents were stationed on Cedar and
row points, and in front of the village
with a brass piece. When there was no
sail in sight, the guards were allowed
to go off to their farms.
Nothing to occasign alarm occurred
again until the following September.
Rebecea, at that time being eighteen
years of ago, and her sister Abigail,
fourteen years old, and still living, were
sitting toward evening sewing with
their mother. Captain Bates and the
rest of his large family and the guards
wereall away. Mrs. Bates told Rebec-
ca that it was time to put on the ket-
tlg. - As Rebecca went into the kitch-
en she, for the first time, perceived an
English ship of war close at hand and
lowering her boats. I knew the ship
at a glance,” she said. “It was the
La Hogue.

PRESERVING EGGS.

e

A Massachusetts correspondent of
the Western Rural gives his experience
on this subject as follows :—I am anx
ious one and all should know the great
secret of keeping eggs a year-or more
in as prefect a state as when laid,
with this exception—that when they
are beaten up they are more brittle
than new laid eggs. I am giving you a
recipe that has been in use by men who
have brought eggs to the Boston market
from the State of Maine for the last thir
ty years and who have tested the same
with more than a million dozen of eggs
in the time nfentioned and know of
what they speak. Itis as follows :—
Egg pickle—Take five pounps of un-
slakedlime and a quarter of a pound of
cream of tartar ; disolve in four pails of
water which makes sufficient pickle for
a barrel of eggs. Eggs are always to
be kept under the pickle. I have used
the same for preservsng our eggs for
family use for the last twenty years,
and am giving conclusions from ex-
perience. To which we would add,how-
ever that although this may preserve
eggs in good condition it will not save
those eggs that have been left in the
nest for twenty-four hours and have
been kept warm during that time by
hens setting on them.

DUTCH MUSICAL PLATES.

That the Hollanders had and bave a
passionate love of music is well known.
For two centuries the popular song of
Holland figured bigh conspicuously in
the history of the country. Every pea-
sant boy was in the habit of carrying
about with him a collection of songs in
a shape which he could tuck away in
his pocket easily. When a group gath-
ered they would fall tosinging in chor-
us. A similar custom prevailed among
the higher classes of the population.

MILLIONS FROM A DREAM.

A OREAT INVENTION IN THE GRINDING

He wished it to be granulated. The
stones became hot, destroying the
strength and the color of the grain, and
taking out the gluten. He saw that by
lessening the surface, these defects
must be overcome, and he set himself
to work to overcome them. He has

1 have been trying to in-
vent some thing all my life, and in lesser
attempts bave been successful. * I saw
that the old method of making flour by
grinding it between two almost smooth
stones destroyed the life of the wheat.
My notion was that I could improve it
by granulating it. I must therefore,
invent some kind of a stone that would
not crush the wheat—that would save
the middling—a stone that would not
get hot and take the color out of the
tlour and thke its strength and gluten
from it ; my millstone must have less
surfuce. While I was thinking it all
over | moved to Ohio, and there | tried
to work out the problem by changing
the bolting cloths. That improved it
somewhat, but it wasn't the thing, I
hadn't got rid of the friction between
the stones. [ didn’t own a mill and so
[ had to work it along as best I could,
as it.was hard work to get any one to
bear any of the expense. I worked on
various mills in Ohio, and making some
improvements on the old manner of
dressing stone, I at length made an en-
gagement with the Troop Grain Clean-
er Company now of Auburn, to travel.
It gave me an opportunity to see many
mills and milling processes in the coun-
try. lstudied and studied and thought
over that problem while I was travel-
ling ; thought it over night and day
even to worrying over it.

“The grand idea hit me in a dream.
I put up at St. Charles Hotel in 7olado
to stay over Sunday. I went to bed as
usual, studying and studyiig, and at
length I went to sleep and that night
it came to nie as clear as a bell. |
thought it all over before I woke up,
just as naturally as though |
had been picking away at a mill
stone.”

“What did you do when you woke?"”

“] said, I have it at last. 1 have
something now that'll beat the friction.
I've something that will make more
furrow than land. Millers will under-
stand that expression. I went to
Senator Isaac Barrett, of Green
County, Ohio, a Quaker, and told him I
had something that would give him all
the middlings he wanted now, and
would improve his flour from fifty cents
to a dollar a barrel. He owned the
Spring Valley mills, and he told me to
go to work and renovate his whole*mill
on my principle. I did so and the first
shipment of flour to Baltimore after
that was of one hundred barrels, eighty
of my new process and twenty of
the old. They sold the new at $1
a barrel more than the old would
baring.

“I wanted to get more indentation,
more furrows. No, my process isn’t
cold blast on Minnosota flour, or any-
thing of that sort. I use diamond quartz
in the face of the stone, instead of the
milk pick. That’s it ina nut shell.
The rubbing of the sharp diamond
quartz on the stone makes the indenta-
tions and the middling escapes through
the indentations,instead of its life crush
ed out. It costs nearly one third less
than the old method of picking, and it
makes as good flour out of No. 2 wheat
as can be made out of No. I by the old
way. The only secret about it is how
the diamond, quarts is applied. 1 have
put my improvement in a few mills in
this country. Penfield & Lyons, and
Carston & Co., of Oswego, and a firm in
Buffalo, and a few others haveit. Itcok
about $100,000 in this conntry before
I met Mr. Appleby of Appleby & Sons.
