the receipts of domestic egge in New
York from Jaouary 1, to May 1, 1885,
was 223,271/ barrels, ¢¢r about’ 2,000,000
egge perdsy. These came ‘principally
from New York and near-by States.
‘The harvest receipts of the year take
place during the months, After May
the receipts are said to gradually fall
off until the following January. From
Qotober to Junuary large shipments of
Western eggs are received. Of these
the Michigan eggs are considered best,
for the reason that they are not trans.
ported far enough to be injured. to any
great extént by the shaking received
on the journey. During the latter
part.of November and the whole of De-
cember the largest shipments of foreign
eggs are received.
The reports of the mercantile Ex-
change do not however, include the
entire receipts of eggs in New York.
There are millions of eggs. received
and corsumed inNew ‘York and-Brook-
lyn annually which are not returned in
the mercantile reporis;. These are
brought;in from the country districts
by farmers and local egg" dealers who
ship Teglarly, either by rail or wagon,
to ‘their own customers in the retail
trade. .There are bupdreds of retail
grocers'in both New York and  Brook-
lyn who buy almost their entire supply
of eggs in. this way. The prices which
they pay the countrymen are higher
than those paid the commission mers
chanits, but the'eggs are -always fresh
and reliable. It 18, estimated that
nearly one-fourth of all-the: eggs’ con~
sumed in Brooklyn are bought direot
from the countrymen.

The egg trade is conducted on a very
stoall . margin of profit.. | With the
country dealer the margin of profit is
somewhat larger, though less now than
in former years, A Long Island egg
' déaler in conversation with the writer
snid that the largest profit he bad ever
made on oneé load bf eggs was $70.
He broughtithe'eggs to Brooklyn in a
one-horse wagon and sold them to the
retail grogers. .The countrymen's. ac-
tual profits are, however, frequently
b very'smdll, ‘and he* sometimes loses
money on his load of eggs, besides
being out of his labor and time.  This
gccurs when a sudden ;and heavy de-
cliné takes place in "the market, for,
while the countrymen gets better
prices for his eggs than the commission
merchants do, ' he -is," ‘mevertheless,
affected by the market _guite as much
as they are. He rarely gets more than
fivelor 8iX cenjs per dozen  above ' the
market price, and if the market sud-
denly declines when he has a stock on
hand he is very likely to losp money.

Eggs, unlike other-articles’of provis-
ions, bave never yet been maripulated
to any extent by speculators, This
seens almost incredible when it is tek-
en ‘into consideration that they afford
a most-excellént.field . for the . opera-
tions of the professional -vornerdr. - A"
genninecorper in  eggs, backed with
abundance of capital; could not fail to
make fortunes for ‘those engaged
it.— New England Grocer.
