Try
it in & small way. Find out the cost
and then you will be in position to es-
timate for large things. There are no
big broiler plants in B, C. yet, sonoone
knosws just what it would cost.

3rd. For pure breeds, Plymouth
Racks, Dorkins, Wyandottes, Lang-
shans, Houdans. For crosses, Ply-
mouth Rock upon Leghorn, Brahma
and Wyandotte, Houdan upon Cochin.
This lastissaid tobe particularly good.

4th. If you are going in to make a
husiness of it, five acres.
