
11. Con '?uct of ileeting8.-Tbie I)ieseIice of ten members shail be
reqiuired to constitute any general meeting of the Club, and of tlhree
inembers to constituto a ineetingr of the Concil. Ail meetings al ho
condsicted under such by-hlws and ruies of procedure as miay froui timo
to tinie be adopted.

12. Piroc#einq.-Excuirsions in Summrer, and evening meetings
and classes of instruction in Winter, shall be held, and the Transactions
of the Club shall be periodicaliy piibiished; ail arrangements for which
shall he muade by the Coiucil.

13. Mfer.bes.-Any lady or gentleman desiring te join the Club
%hall seiîd a written aplication, signed by the applicant and endorsed
by the recommrendation of two nieabers, to the Secretary, aud if
approved shall be elected at the next meetingr of the Council. M%-ern-
bers desiring to leave flie Clii> must, previouisiy settie ail dues and
signify their intention in iwriting to the Seeretai y;

14. Crieqsonzding ifenibies.:.--Tlie Council shall have the power
of electing Corresponding Members, wvho shall be persons not residing
in Ottawa or its immediate vicinity, but who may ho desirous of
promoting the objects of the Club. Corresponding inembers shoell not
ho required to psy membership fees.

15. .Annucd Fee.-Tbe annual menîbership fee shall be one dollar,
payable in advance, due on the third Tuesday in March, and no niember
in arreais shall he entitled te any of the privileges of the Club. New
niembers to pay the fe for the current year upon election. The pay-
ment of the annual fée te entitie a member to receive a, copy of the

-Transactions, as publishied, and to admission to the Club Soiî'ees with-
out further charge.

* 16. Arne?dnens.-This Constitution may not be cbanged or
amended except by a special meeting of the Club called for that
purpose, and by a two-third -ote of the znembers present.
