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boautiful and colestinl form which was
natural to her, accompanied their
steps, grantod all their wishos, filled
their houaes with wealth, made thom
happy in lovo and victorious in war.
Buch a gpirit is liberty. At times sho
takes tho form of n hateful roptile.
Bho growls, she hisses, sho atings.
But woo to those who in disgust shall
vonture to crush her! And happy
aro thoso who, having dared to receive
her in hor degraded and feightful
shape, shall at longth bo rogarded by
her in the timo of her boauty and hor
glory."

For liberty wo plead, liberty for
Roman Catholic as woll as for Protes-
tant. Ho who strikes at liberty whon
sho appears by tho eide of a Roman
Catholio is scoking to drive o dagger
into tho heart of %is own best friond.
Whether a Roman Catholic shall be
elegted for this or that office, or
whether he shall be employed to de
this or that piece of work, mnay be in
itself a small matter, but that any
man, Catholic or Protestant, Buddhist
or freo-thinker, skall bavo the right to
live and enjoy the privileges of oitizon-
ship it this country; thut is a prin.
ciple worth fighting for, and if need
be, worth dying for.

I am not a fanatie, neither am I
rash and hot-headed. Those of you
who have beon acoustomed to hearing
mo, Sunday after Sunday, know that
I aw careful in public speesk, that
when I say a thing I know why I sa
it. I have not been ledinto this posi-
tion bastily. For months I have
meditated upon it, I have turned it
over and over in my mind and have
sought light on it. I have considered
it in the rueh of day : have pondered it
deeply in the calm, clear night, with
the mystery of the midnight over and
around all ; 1 bave looked at it again
in the olear, pure light of the morn-
ing when the mind is refreshed and
strong; I have gazed upon it with
oyes purified by prayer, and in the
glowing light of God's holy word, and
no other conclusion than ting can I
reach—that this oath is un-American.
un-Chrigtian, inhuman, utterly selfish
and dogpicable. Do not misunder-
stand me as branding sll who have
taken it a8 un-Christian and inhuman.
Far from that. Its real character is
disclosed only by close and careful
scrutiny, AMany, perhaps most men,
who have taken it have done go with
the thought that they were doing God
service. It wasan oxpression of their
patriotism and their desire to advance
the truth. That I grant willingingly.
But I maintain and insist that they
have been misled, and if they are true
men they will repudiate 1t a3 soon as
its troe charactor has been disclosed.
If they ars not trae menfit makes very
iittle difference what they do, If they
will not aid but rather resist the on-
eweoping of truth, justice and liberty,
they v Il be crushed.

1 ippeal to you ag true mon to set
yourselves right in this matter. I
have good resson to belisve that there
are members of this cburch who have
joined this orgamization and have
taken itsoath. That they did so with
ary thought of harm to any one I do
not and will not believe. But 1should
be absolutely unfaithful as-a miniyter
of Christ and unworthy of yoar con-
fidenco and love 1f I did not point out
their error and warn them of 1t3 con-
sequences. The message is ag it were
& burning fire shut up 1n my bones
and I cannot forbear ntteringt. And
I warmn you solemnly, as I never warn-
ed you before that if you bave taken
that cath yon bave not only taken o
stand against liberty, but you have
joined yourself with the forces of the
devil. And I exhort you in tho name
of our coantry, and for the honor of
our Protestant churches, and for the
glury of Christ to come out of tne
midst of it and cleanss yoursolt from
its defilements.

Beliove me, thismovement,alchough
started in the namo of our Protestant

Oliristianity iz a reproach to it. Que
Amorican Protestantism has beon dis-
geaced by it, The literaturo it has
gont forth is o repronsh to our publio
sohiool ayatem, an insult to our intel
ligonce, and o damago to our chur~hes.
\\gho aro the men who are moembers of
it! No one will dony that great
numbers of thom are not only not
mombers of our churches but thoy are
very rarely seon insido of thom, low
much caz we valuo o man’e enthusi.
asm for the Dible when ne rover
roads it? And how much isaxan's
roligion worth who nover worships ?
That man whose solo religious chyr.
aotoristic is a hatred of Roman Cutho-
lics has not a very clear title to a
place in glory and a crown of right.
cousness. Shall wo seck for tho
champions of Protestantisin nmong
the mon who are outsido of our
churchos and not among those who are
the leaders of our churches. Pro-
testantism does not want and utterly
ropudintes help of that kind.  If these
mon want to build up tho cauee of
Protestant Christinnity let them bo
found as faithfel members of our
churches ; loving one another ng Clirist
gavo commandment, doing unto others
as thoy would that others should do
unto thom.

Wedding Wreaths of the Natlous.

The wreath which graces the head
of the bride oa her wedding day has
been sung by more poets, evon the groat
ones like Schiller, than any other
chaplet of famo or honor. In the early
days the Jews saw in the wreath the
sign of what, for them, way wost
beautiful and precicus—the promised
lsnd, and of the myrtle cod bridal
crown was woven., Later this myrtle
wreath becameo the symbol of womanly
purity, and as such is worn by every
girl bridein Germoany. In many parts
of Germany the sprigs from which tbe
wroath sball bo twined must bo taken
at o fixed hour of tho night betwoen
certain holidays. And in both Den
mark and Germany families possess
mystle treas which bave, for quite a
generation or wore, furnished the
bridal wroaths at family weddings. In
Oreeco the myrtle and the rose were
considered the favorite flowers of
Venus, the twining of the two togsther
signifying the union of love and virtue,
In England, in France, and in Poland,
as in America, the orange blossom
reignssupreme in wedding chaplets. In
Italy tho white rose has taken the
place of the evergresn and fragrant
myrtle wreath. In Spain it is the red,
red rose that adorns a bride, ond
Portugal's wedding flower is the car
nsation.

r'I’movlug Characteristics of tho Mink.

Probably tho, most cuaning of all
animals fs the mink, Its propensity
for thivving in marvolious, and tho
nsthods of stealing and tho manaer of
hiding tho procoods of its robboricsare
uniquo in tho history of the lowor spe-
civs. 1 do not rofer hore to tho depre-
dations of the mink amnong poultry;
for chay only resort to tho honnerics
whon tho waters aro frozen, or & sup-
ply of fish is unobtainable. I alludo
only to the instinctive lovo of thieving
which {8 a primo charactorisiic of this
valuablo Jittlo animal, and I shall illus-
trato this featuro by giving two oxam-
ples of tho skill of tho wiok whon en-
geged in a robbery.

Two gentlomen wero fishing on ono
of tho rivers of Maine, Tho fish wero
quito plonty, and as fast as onc was
caught, it was thrown bohind on tho
grass. Aftor somo timoe ono of the
gentlemon thought he would take s
rest, and at tho same time examino his
capture, But hocould not find & single
fish. He charged bis friend with bav-
ing played him a trick ; but the friond
was as surprised as was ke.  Thoy now
dotormined to watch their next fish,
and their astonishmont was unbounded
when they saw & mink ran out from a
hole near by, snatch up tho fish, and
carry it of to the hole,where thoy aftes-
wards found their entiro capture con
ningly hidden under some dead leaves.

In the same manner tho mink steals
tho game which aportsmen shoot. Oa
ono occasion a gentleman shot a wild
duck, but before the dogs could get to
it o mink had atolen it, and carried it
off to a hole in the frozen snow, which
one mink had prepared whilo the other
wag watching for tho opportunity to
steal the sportsman's game.

Notwithstanding this peculiar char-
actoristic, the mini ia a brave ag well
os ferocious little fellow, and is only
excelled in these two qualities by the
ermino. He seems to have a particu-
lar aversion for the musk-rat, and al-
though the latter is gonerally more
than double his size, the mink attscks
him fesrlessly, and always wing the
battle, after which he drags his dead
enemy to some hidiog place, as in the
cases of the fisb and wild duck, They
are found in almost every State of the
Uhnion, but most frequently in Maine
and in the States bordering the great
lakes. They sre easily domesticated,
and Mr. Resseque, of Verons, Oneida
Couuty, New York, has nearly a huan-
dred of these intaresting little animals,
which he has trained as ratters—aftor
the samo fashion that forrets are train.
ed in England. They are also bred
and reared in captivity for their far,
which is vory valuable, and forms cn
important part in the fursof comwmerce.
