PROGRENS OF NEW LNGLAND.
From a Correspondent of the Southern Chwrchman.

Mu. fprror:—You expréssed a wish, when [
last saw you, that Lwould communicate 10 you auy-
thinz I might observe worthy of notice in my visit
to New England.  And according to my promise |
semd you a few desultory observations,

One canyot fail te be struck, especially if heis
from the South, with the tide of travel setting at
this season towards the North.  Hundreds uwpon
hundreds, il to evetflowing every steam-hoat and
rail-road, and for-the most part they seem to be of
the middling class— of those wha have neither po-
verly nor great riches.  The railroad bas penetrated
every part of Massachusetts, producinic changes not
only in the face of things, the population and hy-
siness of the community, but also; doubtless, corres-
ponding ‘changes in the social life of the people,
They are:not the same people they were ten years
ago ; they are more active, and. there is reason to
