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ROAD COMMITTEE

Report of meeting held the 3rd of Sentember.

Present: Ald. Lariviére, chairman, N. Lapointe, Leclaire,
O’Connell, Duquette, Bumbray and Ward.

DELEGATIONS.

1.—Messrs. Thibault and F. McCrowbey appeared before
the Committee anent the bad state of the St. James street
paving, from McGill to Windsor street.

On motion of Ald. Lapointe, it was

Resolved: That a report be made to Council asking that
an additional appropriation of $15,000 be voted for repairs
to permanent pavings.

9.—Ald. Turner appeared before the Committee and
asked that permanent sidewalks be constructed in streets
of St. Gabriel ward; and also that the Wellington street
pavement, be laid from Magdalen to Liverpool street.

On motion of Ald. O’Connell, it was

Resolved: That a report be made to Council recommend-
ing that Wellington street, from Magdalen to Liverpool
street, be paved with scoria blocks.

3.—At the request of Ald. Prud’homme, it was

Resolved: That a report be made to Council recommend-
ing that certain street names in Mount-Royal ward be
changed, to wit:

Cote-des-Neiges road, from Mr. Gougeon’s property to
the western City limits, into that of Coéte-des-Neiges ave.;

Cedar avenue, into that of Albany avenue;
Park avenue, into that of Maréchal avenue.

4—Mr. R. Brunet, director of the “Compagnie de Cons-
truction et de Pavages Modernes de Montréal,” appeared
before the Committee and asked the payment for perma-
nent Seysell asphalt sidewalks which have been laid,
stating he would leave with the City a sum sufficient to
fully cover the amount required to replace the balance of
creolite laid last year. It was

Resolved: That the Law Department be asked to give
its opinion as to whether the Committee, according to the
resolution of Council, while retaining a sum sufficient to
replace the balance of creolite laid last year, had the right
to pay all the money which is due the Company for the
laying of permanent Seysell asphalt sidewalks. (Ald. O’Con-
nell dissenting). :

5—Mr. Hickey appeared before the Committee and pro-
tested against the erection of a pole in front of his pro-
perty, corner of Chatham and St-James streets.

Referred to the City surveyor.

5% —Resolved: That the City surveyor be asked to report
on the permanent works which cannot be done this year,
and on the permanent works completed.

6.—Mr. L. Giguére appeared before the Committee and
asked to borrow some wooden models.

Referred to the City surveyor.

7.—On motion of Ald. Bumbray, it was

Resolved: That the ..ty surveyor be asked to supply a
list of names of the carters who have more than one ve-
hicle working for the Road department.

8§ —The chairman informed the Committee that he had
had three carters of the Road department arrested for
having stolen on the wharf sand belonging to the City.

Resolved: That the chairman’s action be approved of by
the Committee.

9. —Submitted and read a letter from the Bell Telephone
Co., asking permission to. lay underground conduits in cer-
tain streets.

Resolved: That the said Company be informed that the
Committee cahnot grant its request, as the question of
underground conduts is now before a special Committee
appointed by the City Council.
