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3) If the Requested State considers that the information contained in the
request is not sufficient to enable the request to be dealt with, it may request that

additional details be furnished.

(4) A request shall be made in writing. In urgent circumstances or where
otherwise permitted by the Requested State, a request may be made orally but shall

be confirmed in writing promptly thereafter.

ARTICLE 14

CENTRAL AUTHORITIES

Central Authorities shall transmit and receive all requests and
responses thereto for the purposes of this Treaty. The Central Authority for Canada
shall be the Minister of Justice or an official designated by that Minister; the Central
Authority for the Republic of Hungary shall be the Minister of Justice and the Chief

Public Prosecutor or officials designated by them.

ARTICLE 15

CONFIDENTIALITY

1) The Requested State may require, after consultation with the
Requesting State, that information or evidence fumished or the source of such
information or evidence be kept confidential or be disclosed or used only subject to

suchterms and conditions as it may specify.
