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(a) the requested Party consents; or

(b) the person has first had an opportunity to leave
the jurisdiction of the requesting Party and has
not done so within forty days of having been
free to do so or has returned voluntarily to

that jurisdiction having left it.

(2) A party whose consent 1is requested under sub-
paragraph (a) of paragraph (1) of this Article may require the
production of the documents submitted by the other jurisdiction

in support of its request for surrender.

ARTICLE 19

Transit

To the extent permitted by its law, tramnsit through
the Jjurisdiction of a Party may be granted on a request in
writing. The Party through whose jurisdiction transit will
occur may request the information referred to in paragraph (2)
of Article 11.

ARTICLE 20

Entry into Force, Suspension and Termination

(1) This Agreement shall enter into force thirty days
after the date on which the Parties have notified each other in
