
5 When acting on a proposai to arnend the lirait the Legal Cornrittee
shail take into account the experience of incidents and in particular the amount
of damage resulting therefrorn and changes ini the monetary values.

6 (a) No amendrnents of the lirnit under this article may be
considered before the date of entry into force of this Protocol
nor less than three years fronu the date of entry into force of a
previous arndment under this article.

(b) The Iiuit may flot be increased s0 as to exceed an anuount
which corresponds to the limit laid down in this Protocol
increased by six per cent per year calculated on a compound
basis froun the date when titis Protocol is opened for signature
to the date on which the Legal Comrnittee's decision cornes
into force.

(c) The limlit znay not be increased so as to exceed an amnount
which corresponds to the lurit laid down in this Protocol
multiplied by tbree.

7 Any amendment adopted i accordance with paragraph 4 shall be
notified by the Organization to ail Contracting States. The arnenduent shall be
deerned to have been accepted at the end of a period of twelve months afier the
date of notification, unless within that period flot less than one quarter of the
States that were Contracting States at the tinue of the adoption of the arnendment
by the Legal Cornnuittee have communicated to the Organization that they do
not accept the arnendment, i which case the ainendment is rejected and shall
have no effect.

8 An amendment deerned to have been accepted in accordance with
paragraph 7 shall enter into force twelve months after its acceptance.

9 Ail Contracting States shail be bound by the arnendment, unlesa they
denounce this Protocol i accordance with article 26, paragraphs 1 and 2, at least
six rnonths before the arndment enters into force. Such denunciation shail take
effect when the amendunent enters into force.
