FOURTH SESSION, THIRTEENTH
PARLIAMENT-OPENING.

The Parliaiment which had been pro-
ragued from time to time to the 26th day o!
February, 1920, met this day at Ottawa for
the despatch o! business.

The Flouse met at Three o'clock, the
Speaker in the Chair.

Mr. Speaker read a communication from
Lieut.-Colonel H. C. Henderson, Governor
General's Secretary, announcing that His
Excellency the Governor General would pro-
ceed to the Chamber, temporarily occupied
hy the Senate, at three p.m. on this day, for
the purpose of forrnafly opening the session
oi the Dominion Parliament.
