EUROPE IS AGAIN
‘BUYINGU.S. WHEAT

Renewal of Export Demand
Checked Decline in
Wheat at Chicago.

SENTIMENT ~ VEERED

Reports Cuyrent in- Closing
Half Hour Resulted in
Quick Rally.

CHICAGO, June 22.—Some little e
.buyiqg brought about a quick ramx_pggf
day in the wheat market here, after a
decline to new low prices for this year's
c¢rop. The finish was unsettied at e
off to 3zc up, compared with last night.
Corn closed a shade to %c down, and oats
off 38c 10 %e. In provisions, the outcome
varied from 2%c decline to a rise of Tic.

Revival of bullish sentiment in the
wheat pit developed chiefly during the
last half-hour, when reports were current
that 425,000 bushels of cash wheat had
been disposed of here to foreigners and
to eastern millers. It was said also that
some FEuropean business had been done at
the seaboard. Owing to the fact that
the bears had laid much stress on diffi-
culties of negotiating transatlantic ex-
change, the fresh export demand, even
tho relatively small made many traders
rusk to the buying side. Additional rains
in Kansas tended further to give the mar-
ket strength.

- Harvest Qutiook Better.

Supposed improvement of harvest wea-
ther was responsible in the main for the
downward swing of wheat before know-
ledge of export sales had become publie,
and previous to advices of new storms
southwest. On the decline the July op-
tion followed September to ae low as $1
for the first time this season. Coincident
with this break, the price of flour was
reduced 20 cents a barrel.

Corn recovered to some extent with
wheat. Argentine competition, however,
and better domestic field conditions,
proved to be more of a handicap than
could entirely be overcome,

Oats reflected the actlion of corn. Crop
reports  were to the effect that the great-
er par: of the yield in the big producing
sections would be late.

Shorts buying lifted -provisions, especi-
ally lard and ribs. Pork continued to
show weakness, which all of the provision
list had suffered from earlier, on account
e¢f unloading believed to be for packers.
