Hadden -to-day in the court of general
wessions. Jones and Kelly, with Bon-

ers and boldly walked out of the big
prison in broad daylight on April 29,
dand ‘were afterwards captured.

‘Kelly and Brown pleaded guilty, but
Ronhar and Jones sprang a surprise by
pleading not guilty. Each one con-
ducted his own case, and they put the
guiirds from the penitentiary thru a
- close cross-examination, the judge com-

ting Bonnar on the way he had

cted his case. He is a polished
young Englishman, and with a great
- flow of language, and he made an elo-
quent appeal on his own behalf, and
helped Jones in his case. Both jalso
addressed the jury, which, however,

found the.evidence straight against the
prisoners and took very little time in
returning a verdict. .
Judge Deeply Impressed.

Bonnar has also'to stand trial on a
charge of assaulting Guard Caughey in
Toronto on March 12, at the time the
prisoners tried to escape from the
train, and Brown must answer to the

charge of assaulting Deputy Warden ]

O'Leary at Toronto station. = These
cases were held over until the Decem -
ber sessions to allow the prisoners o
secure witnesses.
