Dodge Definite Sum.

This new solution, which is expect­
ed to merge from the deliberations of 
the experts, will dodge fixation of a 
definite monetary total for reparations, 
to which the French object on the 
ground that announcement of any sum 
which it is considered possible to ex­
act in payment would so disappoint' 
the expectations of the French public 
as to produce a political upheaval.

It also will evade the indefinite I 
solution written into the draft of the 
treaty which the Germans declared 
would leave them toiling to pay off a 
debt, the extent of which was un­
known, and with the population in 
virtual economic slavery to Che repar­
ations commission for the period of 
reparations' under that clause of the 
treaty requiring Germany to “devote 
her economic resources directly to the 
physical restoration of the invaded 
areas of the allied and associated 
powers to the extent that these pow­
ers may determine."

Mayor Charles F. Gray’s proclama­
tion, forbidding all public parades. 
Mayor Gray’s stand was endorsed by 

-nearly every faction Involved hi the 
general strike, and only one effort 
was made today to continue the dem­
onstrations of the last three de#e.

Strikers, following a mass meeting, 
attempted to form end march to the 
city hall, In protest against tbe 
mayor’s proclamation, but the demon­
stration was broken up by the police.

The newly deputized constables made 
several arrests of strikers and strike 
sympathizers Muring the day and all 
were arraigned and fined. Mayor Gray 
announced that the city plane to put 
3000 returned soldiers on its emer­
gency police force.
