Newmarket, June 6.—The biggest
flood in the history of the town oc-
curred last night, when seven bridges
in the district were swept away like
so much matchwood. Uprooted trees,

carried along on the crest of the roar-
ing nine-foot high wave, and only the

market saved incalculable damage to
near the water. According
 to conservative estimates made by
certain of the municipal authorities,
the amount of damage to bridges
alone will be about $50,000.

Bogartown, situated a mile; and a
quarter southeast of Newmarﬁet. ex-
perignced a severe cloudburst, and the
water soon overflowed and burst a
mill dam used to provide power for a
grist mill. Fred Hoover, owner of
the mill, did not have time to open
the dam before the overpowering
weight of water found its own out-
let.

A wave, nine feet high, went roar-

banks on either side, and swept every
obstacle before it. Telephone warning
of the happening was sent to Mayor
Eves, who was presiding over a meet-
ing of ratepayers in the town hall, and
a!l residents along the creek were also
warned. First the bridge at Gorham
street was brushed aside, and in quick
succession those at Elliot street, Pros-
pect avenue and down to the county

The county bridge, built two Years
ago on the main road between To-
ronto and Lake Simcoe, held and
dammed the water, which spread over
the flats near the Office Specialty
factory. The lake thus formed was
about a third of a mile long, a quar-
ter of a mile broad, and indefinite
depth. Cattle grazing on the flats
disappeared, and at least three cows
and thirty sheep were added to the
to!l. No damage was done to the
dwellings, altho cellars had from one
to six feet of water in them at certain
places along the banks.

Bogartown Creek is normally only 2
few feet wide, but now has a water
surface of 200 yards from bank to
bank at certain points. It flows into
Newmarket and Holland Landing
canal, and that waterway is now filled

| He said he had been a master for 16
years, all but four of them in com-
mand of the Puako. It took him seven
weeks, he said, to recruit the crew for
the voyage to Capetown.

He told in detail of

Parades Forbiddesm,

In a formal proclamation published
this morning, Mayor Charles ¥, Gray
ordered the stoppage of all pavades
and forbade the congregation of '
crowds on the city streets. ;

Mayor Gray said he acted in the
interest of law and order and with the
hope of preventing bloodshed. It is
understood the mayor learned that a
clash between parades of strikers and
