The German life insurance p'ylicirui
generally contain a clavse that the
policy shall be void uness the pre-|
mium is paid when due or in thirty |
days thereafter. The holder of the |
policy of insurance for $2400 had re-
peatedly been tardy in making the pay- |
ments, which were due on March 4
and Sept. 14 of each year. The com- |
pany accepted these belated paymemai
and refrained from declaring the rol-
fey void. The assured died on April|
16,  without having made the payment |
due on March 14 preceding. The wid-
ow sued for the $2400, but the suit was
dismissed by the court of first instanc..
On appeal, however, the case was re-
versed and she obtained a judgment
for the amount of the policy.

The court said that {nasmuch as the |
penalty for previous delays had not|

been enforced the assured had a right|

to assume that it wou'd not be done in |
future. As the company had not de-
clared the policy veid up to the Aeath |
of the assureq it was still bound. In|
si:ch cases the policy remains in force
| until the company declares it void. |
| Presumably the decision would have
been different if it had not been the |
practice of the company to refrain
from exacting the penalty for failure
to pay on time. |
